1. Project Construction Emission Factors:
On page 442 of the DEIR, the lead agency notes that “Construction emissions for the proposed project are based on both current emission factor data and the magnitude of development for the Proposed Project”.  The DEIR, however, does not provide or show the emission factors that were used to generate Table 51 on page 444 or the construction tables presented in Appendix D.  Because detailed construction emission factors were not provided, it was not possible to verify the construction emissions.  The Final EIR should include the emission factors and the sources.

2. Sensitive Receptors:
The spatial location of the sensitive receptors, i.e., residential, hotel and school, is not presented clearly in the DEIR.  The Final EIR should include the spatial location of the receptors in relation to the street intersections in order to avoid the impacts of CO hotspots on the residents.

3. CO Hotspots Analysis:
The traffic volumes presented in the CALINE4 output do not match the traffic volumes presented in the traffic study.  The traffic volumes in the traffic study should match the traffic volumes used in the CALINE4 output.  Final EIR should either correct the traffic volumes or include an explanation for this discrepancy.
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
