CO Hotspots Analysis

 

1. On page 25, the Air Quality Analysis states that the CO hotspots analyses were conducted based on the Traffic Impact Analysis.  The Traffic Impact Analysis was not included with the documents submitted to the SCAQMD.  Without the Traffic Impact Analysis, SCAQMD could not determine if the traffic volumes used in the CO hotspots analysis are consistent with the Traffic Impact Analysis.  

2. On page 25, the Air Quality Analysis states that emission factors were developed from the EMFAC2002 model; however, no documentation is provided.  The Air Quality Analysis should include the EMFAC2002 output file or enough detail to reproduce the EMFAC2002 emission factors (i.e., region, fleet year, temperature, humidity, adjusted speeds, and any defaults that are changed).  Documentation on how the adjusted speeds were developed should also be included in the Air Quality Analysis as an appendix.
3. Detailed maps were not provided; therefore, the geometry of the roads could not be verified.  A map with enough detail to verify street widths and receptor locations should be included with the CO hotspots analysis which allows the SCAQMD to verify the geometry used in the CALINE4 model.

Potential Soil Contamination from Abandoned Oil Well Drilling Site

1. Under the project description on page one, the lead agency has described potential soil contamination from an existing old oil well drilling site that was abandoned. The lead agency should be aware that compliance with SCAQMD Rule 1166 - Volatile Organic Compound Emissions from Decontamination of Soil, would be required in case contaminated soil is uncovered or disturbed. 
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
