Enclosed please find two copies of the Notices of Decision for the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) documents prepared for two projects.  One project amended Rule 1102 - Petroleum Solvent Dry Cleaners, and the other project amended a series of rules including Rules 219, 481, 1107, 1141, 1141.1, 1141.2 and 1162.  The Final Environmental Assessments (EA) for the two projects were prepared pursuant to CEQA and the South Coast Air Quality Management District's (SCAQMD) certified regulatory program.  The CEQA documents were certified by SCAQMD's Governing Board at its November 17, 2000, Public Hearing.  Please record and post the Notices of Decision according to the provisions of CEQA.  

SCAQMD Rule 110, which codifies the SCAQMD’s certified regulatory program, requires written responses to public comments on SCAQMD CEQA documents to be filed with the Secretary of Resources along with the Notice of Decision.  The draft EAs for both projects identified here received no public comments and therefore no comment letters or responses to those comments are enclosed.

The SCAQMD has determined that the proposed projects will have a de minimus impact on wildlife and the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Therefore, the projects are exempt from the Department of Fish and Game filing fee pursuant to Section 753.5 (a)(3), Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR).  The Certificate of Fee Exemption forms are also included as is required pursuant to Section 753.5 (c), Title 14, CCR.

Findings of Exemption:

A Final Environmental Assessment (EA), which includes of the Project Description and Environmental Checklist, was prepared pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section 15252.  The Draft EA, which identified no significant adverse environmental impacts, was released for a 30-day public review and comment period.  It was concluded in the Initial Study prepared for the proposed project that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified in the Draft EA that would result from the proposed project.  No comments were received on the Draft EA that refuted the conclusion of insignificant impacts to biological resources.

The SCAQMD declares that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency that the proposed project will have potential for significant adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends.  Based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD (as lead agency) has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.
