Findings of Exemption:

A Final Negative Declaration (ND), which consists of the project description and analysis of environment impacts were prepared pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act.  The Draft ND was released for a 30-day public review and comment period. The Initial Study and the ND prepared for the proposed project concluded that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified that would result from the project.  No public comments were received refuting the conclusions of no significant adverse impacts to plant or animal life or the habitat on which they rely contained in the Draft ND.

The SCAQMD declares that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency that the proposed project will have potential for adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends.  Based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD (as lead agency) has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in Section 753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.
