The Coachella Valley encompasses approximately 2500 square miles and is located in the central portion of Riverside County known as the Salton Sea Air Basin (SSAB). The 2003 CVSIP focuses on the Coachella Valley as defined by Banning Pass to the north, by the Riverside/Imperial county boundary lines to the south, by the San Jacinto Mountains to the west, and by the San Bernardino mountains to the east.  
Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project:

The 2003 CVSIP updates the 2002 CVSIP emissions inventories, transportation mobile source budgets, and attainment demonstration with the latest approved motor vehicle emissions model and planning assumptions.  The 2003 CVSIP uses the year 2000 as its base year, as did the 2002 CVSIP.  Emissions in most categories have been updated based on the latest emission inventory methodologies.  Other elements of the 2003 CVSIP (e.g. the Most Stringent Measures analysis, the Coachella Valley control and contingency measures, and the Natural Event Action Plan) are unchanged from the 2002 CVSIP.
