South Coast Air Quality Management District:  the four-county South Coast Air Basin (Orange County and the non-desert portions of Los Angeles, Riverside, and San Bernardino counties) and the Riverside County portions of the Salton Sea Air Basin and Mojave Desert Air Basin.

	Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project:

The purpose of the proposed amendments to Rule 1132 is to address the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) limited approval and disapproval of Rule 1132, as adopted January 19, 2001.  EPA determined that Rule 1132, paragraphs (d)(1) and (d)(3) conflict with §110 and Part D of the Clean Air Act (CAA).  Specifically, the proposed amendments to paragraphs (d)(1) and (d)(3) plus the new definition and reference table for ‘approved emission factors’ will clarify the alternative compliance plan procedures for composite manufacturing operations by requiring the use of standardized emission factors and coupling them to usage factors.  Other minor changes are proposed for clarity and consistency throughout the rule.
