The proposed project would require government agencies to specifically enforce compliance with the terms of
the contracts made with street-sweeping services, including the use of alternative-fueled street sweepers. The
amendments allow the temporary use of non-alternative fueled street sweepers at the beginning of a street
sweeping service contract, provided that conditions are met. Finally, additional language has been added to
clarify the definition of “affected government agency.”
