CALL TO ORDER: Chair Delgado called the meeting to order at 9:14 a.m.

Chair Delgado announced the following: plans to pay tribute next month to Mr. 
Jesse Marquez, a lifelong environmental justice advocate who recently passed away; her 
request for staff to streamline and consolidate the Board’s various committees and 
advisory groups to improve efficiency; and that Agenda Item No. 19 would be pulled for 
a staff presentation following the discussion on Agenda Item No. 30.  

Vice Chair Cacciotti shared photos from CAPCOA’s Fall Membership 
Conference/50th Anniversary that was held in Sacramento in October.  

Supervisor Perez reported on the CV Link ribbon cutting ceremonies this month 
marking the completion of a 40-mile pathway through the Coachella Valley designed for 
cyclists, pedestrians, joggers and low-speed electric vehicles. He provided an update on 
the Dust Summit conference held on November 6 in Palm Springs and shared details 
about the attendance, feedback from participants, and its impact and significance to the 
community. 

Vice Mayor Olmos thanked South Coast AQMD staff for participating in the League 
of California Cities Annual Conference and Expo held in October and providing 
information about the agency and its programs. 

 
Executive Officer Wayne Nastri noted the following correction to the agenda:

was corrected to December 5, 2025. He shared photos and commented on South Coast 
AQMD’s involvement in the CV Link project and the 2nd Annual AB 617 Community 
Meeting, which brought together all Community Steering Committee members and 
community stakeholders.

Supervisor Hagman requested a twice per year reporting schedule to the Mobile 

Source Committee and public on progress toward the Cooperative Agreement’s 
benchmarks and goals. Dr. Rees responded that annual reports are built into the 
Cooperative Agreement and staff can provide these more frequent updates. For additional 
details, please refer to the Webcast beginning at 52:10. 

 
Vice Mayor Olmos requested clarification on the duration and term of the 

Cooperative Agreement, and the due date of the first report. Dr. Rees explained that the 
Cooperative Agreement will become effective once executed by all parties, South Coast 
AQMD, Port of Long Beach and Port of Los Angeles, and will remain in effect for five years 
from the date of execution. The first report will be due on or before April 2028. For additional 
details, please refer to the Webcast beginning at 52:10. 

 
Board Member Padilla Campos suggested forming a committee made up of labor 

and community members to provide updates. She also inquired about the metrics staff will 
be using in the annual reports.

Executive Officer Nastri explained that the updates would be presented to the 

Mobile Source Committee and would encourage that people participate in this Committee 
to provide information instead of forming a separate committee. Executive Officer Nastri 
suggested that staff will look into ways to increase participation at the Mobile Source 
Committee and then report back to Board.

Agreement. Some key comments included: 

• Expressed concerns that the agreement was rushed and lacked meaningful 
community engagement; the pause on rulemaking for five years; health and 
environmental justice issues; and the lack of enforceable metrics as part of the 
agreement.   

• Urged for measurable and enforceable emission reduction targets; a 
regulatory approach instead of a voluntary MOU; transparency and 
accountability.

Councilmember Raman arrived at 10:40 a.m. 
 

General Counsel Bayron Gilchrist reported that Councilmember Raman does not 
have a financial interest in Agenda Item No. 30 but is required to identify for the record that 
she is Councilmember for the City of Los Angeles, which is involved in this item.

Supervisor Hagman thanked the meeting participants for their input. He 

commented on the need to balance ambitious goals with practical, achievable solutions 
and thanked staff for working with all parties to develop pragmatic goals that support 
progress toward the transition to zero emissions. Supervisor Hagman emphasized that the 
Board is not giving up its authority and retains the power to reassess and take action if 
progress falls short. 

 
Supervisor Nguyen thanked the meeting participants for their input, fellow Board 

members for their vote at the August meeting to move forward with the Proposed 
Cooperative Agreement, and South Coast AQMD staff for their hard work. She 
acknowledged that while the agreement may not fully satisfy either side, it represents a 
strong collaborative effort and the ability to move forward. To ensure an accurate 
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understanding of the Cooperative Agreement, Supervisor Nguyen highlighted key updates 
made as compromises from the original proposal, including a shorter term, increased 
penalties, and a shorter exit clause. Supervisor Nguyen moved to approve the staff 
recommendation; Supervisor Hagman seconded the motion. For additional details, please 
refer to the Webcast beginning at 2:44:47. 

 
At 11:45 a.m., the Board recessed and the auditorium was cleared following a disruption 
from members of the audience. 
 
The Board reconvened at 11:51 a.m. with all Board members present. 

 
Chair Delgado asked Executive Officer Nastri to provide a summary of the 

Proposed Cooperative Agreement process. Executive Officer Nastri commented on the 
significant public testimony and emphasized that while the process on the Cooperative 
Agreement may appear rushed, that staff has been working with the Ports for years and 
with substantial public input. He highlighted efforts to facilitate community participation, 
including a community meeting during evening hours, office hours in the daytime, and at 
the community’s request added evening office hours, and making adjustments to the 
agreement in response to their feedback. He acknowledged the concerns raised but 
pointed out that the Board can take action as needed and that PR 2304 is ready to be 
released with a 75-day notice. The current approach prioritizes infrastructure development, 
based on lessons learned from past implementation challenges. Staff will continue to 
pursue additional measures that would achieve quantifiable emission reductions. For 
additional details, please refer to the Webcast beginning at 2:50:57. 

 
Board Member Padilla-Campos expressed frustration that the audience was 

cleared from the auditorium after a single disruption and described the Cooperative 
Agreement as inadequate, lacking enforceable emission reduction targets, clear timelines, 
and accountability mechanisms for communities disproportionately affected by pollution 
from the ports. She called for binding commitments, transparent reporting, community 
oversight, and quantifiable and enforceable emission reductions. Board Member Padilla-
Campos made a motion to oppose the staff recommendation to adopt the Cooperative 
Agreement in its current form and urged the board to strengthen it before moving forward. 
The motion failed for lack of a second. For additional details, please refer to the Webcast 
beginning at 2:56:48. 

 
Councilmember Raman thanked Board Member Padilla-Campos for her advocacy, 

recognized the concerns raised by community members, and noted the absence of 
stakeholder presence in the auditorium during such a significant discussion, expressing 
appreciation for all who have participated in current and prior meetings. Councilmember 
Raman described the Cooperative Agreement as the only realistic path forward and framed 
the Board’s decision as a choice between the Cooperative Agreement, or continuing years 
of inaction, or an action that would be undone. She expressed support for the agreement 
while emphasizing her commitment to ensure continued stakeholder engagement and the 
importance of accountability for the commitments outlined in it. For additional details, 
please refer to the Webcast beginning at 3:00:10.

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Mayor Pro Tem Rodriguez thanked Chair Delgado for her leadership and for 
providing a 45-day window to consider the Cooperative Agreement. He expressed 
disappointment that stakeholders were not present in the auditorium for the discussion on 
this issue, acknowledged input from environmental groups throughout the process and the 
support of labor unions and port workers for the agreement, and shared how air quality 
personally affects his family. He highlighted that the agreement covers the same scope as 
PR 2304, fosters continued collaboration with faster outcomes, has clear milestones and 
deadlines for deliverables, is technologically realistic and attainable, and will lead to 
significant improvements in air quality. He commented that the exit provision was reduced, 
the pause on rulemaking shortened, and development of additional CAAP Plus Measures.  
Mayor Pro Tem Rodriguez noted that he would be voting to support the staff 
recommendation.

Vice Chair Cacciotti commented about the five-year timeframe of the Cooperative 

Agreement and explained that the five-year timeframe is necessary as we transition 
sources to zero emissions because there are a variety of challenges such as utilities, 
technologies, and manufacturers. The Vice Chair also emphasized the importance of 
community engagement.  For additional details, please refer to the Webcast beginning at

Vice Mayor Olmos acknowledged her role as the newest Board Member and the 

member representing cities directly impacted by the Ports. She thanked Board Member 
Padilla-Campos, as well as stakeholders and environmental justice communities, for 
sharing their perspectives and staff for their guidance. The Proposed Cooperative 
Agreement represents an important first step, particularly for cities adjacent to the Ports 
that have had no formal framework in place and noted the importance of accountability. 
Vice Mayor Olmos indicated that she would be voting in favor of the staff recommendation.

Supervisor Perez thanked his fellow Board Members for their thoughtful 

perspectives. He acknowledged the shared goals of cleaner air and economic opportunity 
and emphasized the need to strike a balance between environmental justice and economic 
opportunities. He commented on the importance of holding the Ports accountable to fulfill 
the commitments proposed in the Cooperative Agreement and for South Coast AQMD to 
ensure that milestones are being met. He urged the Ports to follow through on their 
commitments, cautioning of the consequences if they fail to do so. He expressed support 
for the agreement and called on all parties to fully commit to its success. For additional 
details, please refer to the Webcast beginning at 3:17:57. 

 
Mayor Pro Tem McCallon expressed support for the agreement, urged the Ports 

to honor their commitments and to work with South Coast AQMD staff. He emphasized how 
essential collective effort is to the success of the agreement and to achieving healthy air 
and an economy that works for all. Mayor Pro Tem McCallon expressed optimism that the 
agreement would serve as a successful first step and looks forward to building on it through 
future discussions.
