Project Description:
SCAQMD is proposing amendments that will update the list of compounds and effective dates in Table I of Rule 1401 based on a new cancer risk value for naphthalene, new or updated cancer and chronic (non-cancer) risk values for speciated polychlorinated biphenyls, two polychlorinated dibenzo-p-dioxins, and one polychlorinated dibenzofuran. The proposed amendments will also clarify the emission calculation procedure for the addition of control equipment to existing equipment in Rule 1401 for consistency with the New Source Review calculation methodology, and update the definition of maximum individual cancer risk in both Rules 1401 and 1402 for consistency with the state’s new risk guidelines.  The Addendum analyzed the potential adverse environmental impacts from the proposed amendments to Rules 1401 and 1402, and no significant adverse environmental impacts were identified.

Project Description:

SCAQMD is proposing amendments that will update the list of compounds and effective dates in Table I of Rule 1401 based on a new cancer risk value for naphthalene, new or updated cancer and chronic (non-cancer) risk values for speciated polychlorinated biphenyls, two polychlorinated dibenzo-p-dioxins, and one polychlorinated dibenzofuran. The Addendum analyzed the potential adverse environmental impacts from the proposed amendments to Rules 1401 and 1402, and no significant adverse environmental impacts were identified.
Findings of Exemption:

The Addendum to the Final EAs, which consists of the Project Description and Environmental Analysis, was prepared pursuant to California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines §15164.  It was concluded in the Addendum, previously prepared Initial Studies, and the Final EAs, that the proposed project would have no direct or indirect effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which the wildlife depends.  Further, no secondary adverse impacts to plant and animal life were identified in the Addendum that would result from the proposed project.  The Addendum is not required to be circulated for public review, and therefore, no comments were received.  No comments were received on the previously prepared documents that refuted the conclusion of insignificant impacts to biological resources.

The SCAQMD declares that, when considering the record as a whole, there is no evidence before the agency that the proposed project will have potential for significant adverse effects on wildlife resources or the habitat upon which wildlife depends.  Based upon the preceding information, the SCAQMD (as lead agency) has, on the basis of substantial evidence, rebutted the presumption of adverse effect contained in §753.5 (d), Title 14, CCR.
