PROPOSED AMENDED RULE 461 – GASOLINE TRANSFER AND DISPENSING

Pursuant to State California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is the Lead Agency and will prepare a Notice of Exemption for the project identified above.

A Notice of Exemption has been prepared pursuant to state CEQA Guidelines §15062 - Notice of Exemption.  The Notice of Exemption will be filed with the county clerks of Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside and San Bernardino counties immediately following the adoption of the proposed amendments.

Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Project:

Rule 461 currently requires reverification testing semiannually or annually based on a facility’s throughput.  Reverification testing is currently allowed only on workdays.  The proposed project would allow limited reverification testing to be conducted on Saturday and Sunday.  The proposed project would also allow, under certain circumstances, retest after a failed reverification test to be conducted on weekend days.
