Current Conditions

e PM10 levels at Mecca reached Unhealthy for Sensitive Groups Air Quality Index (AQl) values
overnight
e PM10 levels at Palm Springs and Indio reached the Moderate AQ| values overnight
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Forecasted Air Quality Impacts

e Windblown dust is expected to cause Air Quality Index (AQl) values to reach Unhealthy for
Sensitive Groups or worse between Sunday evening and Wednesday morning.

e High winds can lead to windblown dust; gusts up to 40 miles per hour are expected.

e AQl levels will vary over time and by location depending on wind speed and direction.

e AQl levels will likely be highest at night.

e South Coast AQMD will issue an update if poor air quality is expected to persist.

e Run your air conditioning and/or an air purifier. If possible, do not use swamp coolers or whole
house fans that bring in outside air.

e Help minimize dust pollution by stabilizing loose soils and slowing down if driving on dirt roads.
