Verify completeness of the fuel 
assessment and participate in 

technical advisory committee for 
pilot project

Fuel assessment anticipated by end 
of 2027. Pilot project anticipated to 

be complete by 2030.

Facilitate transition to 
vessel use of clean marine 
fuels by conducting a 
demand, supply and 
infrastructure gap analysis,

Clean Truck Fund Rate Spending Plan 

Ports to complete 3-year spending 
plan(s) for investment of Clean Truck 

Fund Rate revenues

Action Based
Ports to develop spending plan(s) 
through stakeholder process, in 
consultation with SCAQMD, and 
expend revenues per the plan(s)

Provide input into development, 
monitor and verify completeness of 
the public process, 3-year spending 
plan(s), and performance evaluation

Anticipated completion by end of 
2027 and every 3 years thereafter

Ports’ Role

South Coast AQMD Role Within 5 Years

Collect and annually 
prioritize spending of 
combined ~$75M per year 
from Clean Truck Fund 
Rate to expedite transition 
to zero emission trucks

Leverage dollars by 
partnering with other zero 
emission truck incentive 
programs

Regional ZE Truck Charging and Fueling

Ports and SCAQMD to enter into a 
funding agreement, SCAQMD to 
allocate the funds to ZE drayage 

truck operations

Action Based

Ports to provide funding and monitor 
implementation per terms of the 

funding agreement

Manage the allocation of the funding 
through a public process, develop 

annual reports

Funding allocation anticipated to 
occur in 2026, 2027 and 2028

Commit a portion of Port 
Clean Truck Fund Rate 
dollars to regional 
charging and fueling 
infrastructure to support 
zero emission drayage 
truck operations
