My name is Aurora and I live in Santa Ana. I have a master’s degree in environmental data science from 
USC and am writing to voice my opinion in support of Proposed Rules 1111 and 1121. 
 
Before I share my viewpoint, I want to personally thank the SCAQMD team for all of their hard work in 
researching and composing these rules. 
 
I understand Proposed Rules 1111 and 1121 would start to address public health concerns related to air 
quality across Orange County. This is particularly important for my city, Santa Ana, which faces a 
disproportionate amount of OC’s pollution. Electrifying gas appliances will ensure my city can reduce 
our residents’ exposure to toxic nitrogen oxide gasses that lead to asthma, lung cancer, and 
cardiovascular diseases.  
 
My father grew up in Orange County, near Garden Grove. Due to poor air quality in the region, he 
developed severe asthma as a child. Throughout his life, there have been several asthma attacks that 
have nearly cost my father his life. Yet, his asthma was preventable. I am so glad to hear that SCAQMD is 
finally making strides to update air quality standards. Standards like PARs 1111 and 1121 that facilitate 
the transition to electric appliances will prevent 16,000 cases of asthma in our region. This is a good 
thing! 
 
Opponents to PARs 1111 and 1121 claim affordability concerns warrant delaying implementation of 
these rules, but here I ask two questions:  

1. If not now, then when? 

A transition will always come with costs, so it will never feel like “the right time.” Our loved ones have 
already been enduring these outdated air quality standards for decades, shall we wait even longer as the 
cost of living continues to increase? No, our communities deserve better. 
 
Addressing costs specifically, electric appliances are not a burden to Santa Ana residents. In fact, they 
are a public health benefit that is more within reach than ever. As SCAQMD is well aware, multiple 
programs make such purchases more accessible to working families. For example, California’s HEEHRA 
program offers between $4,000-$8,000 for installation costs, and South Coast AQMD’s Go Zero program 
provides $1,500 in rebates for water heaters and heat pumps.  

2. What about the healthcare costs and harms associated with loss of life? 
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These PARs will protect those most vulnerable to respiratory ailments associated with poor air quality, 
particularly children and the elderly. Are we willing to continue risking their lives and wellbeing to prevent 
a transition we should have started decades ago? Hospitalization and disability come with long-term, 
life-altering healthcare costs. I do not want these burdens on my community. I understand  PARs 1111 
and 1121 will PREVENT 4,000 emergency room visits, 16,000 cases of asthma, and 4,000 deaths. I am 
curious how these savings in healthcare costs and loss of life compare to costs associated with PARs 
1111 and 1121.  
 
Therefore, the real question is not “can we afford to transition now?” Rather, it is “how can we afford 
NOT to?” Our children, elders, and those prone to respiratory illness deserve better. We deserve better. 
These rules make it possible to see a zero-emission future in our lifetimes. We are relying on that future 
to survive the environmental catastrophe ahead.

Dear AQMD Board President Delgado and Board Members, 
 
Attending the meeting last week was so insightful and gave me greater appreciation for you. Thank 
you for all that you do for public welfare! They may be irrelevant, but here are some thoughts based 
on what I heard: 
 
It sounded like overwhelmingly—by a landslide—the (educated) public called for the original, stronger 
PARs 1111 and 1121.  
 
The original proposed PARs 1111 and 1121—the ones that ended up revised—brought complaints. 
Those complaints were a call to amend the original rules, but not necessarily in the ways that they 
actually have been amended.  
 
What about addressing concerns of the gas company (calling for more education of the public) and 
manufacturers (fearful for their businesses) without lowering emissions reductions targets or fees? 
Maybe there is room for more creative, nuanced revision! Partnerships may be key… 
 
Examples: 
Add to the AQMD website a simple PDF brochure, and make it available for manufacturers to 
pass onto contractors and consumers—strongly encourage manufacturers to let others know 
about the rules in this way.  
 
The brochure would have good data in simple terms on (1) health benefits, (2) energy efficiency, (3) 
pollution reductions, and (4) long-term savings of zero emissions appliances. It would further show 
with another simple infographic the balance of up front costs to savings over time. It could explain in 
easy language how the AQMD is supporting manufacturers to sell more zero-emissions appliances 
because it’s the right thing to do, and that those who sell more zero-emissions appliances will be able 
to pass their rewards onto consumers. Bottom line: this info would be aimed to directly sway 
buyers to choose zero emissions appliances. 
 
And for the minority of consumers who truly cannot afford the small additional upfront costs of zero 
emissions appliances, add a section onto that brochure with websites and phone numbers to call for 
financial incentives and consumer support. 
 
Perhaps one of the environmental groups (like Electrify America) could partner with AQMD to 
create this (to save costs), and they may already have a contact number that could further serve as 
a “hotline” for consumers, to answer questions and help those who wish for a zero-emissions 
appliance but are running into obstacles. 
 
Another addition to the rule, for manufacturers concerned about their businesses taking a hit, 
might be to offer some form of contingent support based on their reporting of sales. So they 
would know that they had a safety net in case their businesses did start to suffer as a result of the 
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new (more stringent) rules. For example, based on results from their first-round reporting, 
manufacturers could be offered an audit review and troubleshooting. And this needn’t drain AQMD 
resources, either. Perhaps businesses found to be thriving under the new rules could be asked 
to mentor any struggling ones. (They don’t have to be competitive. They can rise together—and I’d 
guess many manufacturers would realize this.) 
 
I really appreciate the care and effort that goes into your job! Thanks for listening, again, to my two 
cents.
