Issue RFP for Renewable Energy Projects in Communities 
Surrounding Ten Electrical Generating Facilities

As a result of new information gathered through coordination with the utilities and concerning existing solar photovoltaic incentive programs, staff proposes the following additions to clarify language in the RFP.

The second paragraph under Section V:  Statement of Work/Schedule of Deliverables on page 6 of the RFP is modified to read:


This program will provide a one-time “upfront” monetary incentive for qualifying renewable energy projects.  The incentives available under this program are expected to serve as supplementary funding to cover up to the full cost of a solar photovoltaic system or up to 60% of the cost for a non-solar electric renewable energy project.  The incentive funds may be used for design, engineering, permitting, installation and other necessary cost items, such as strengthening the roof for the sole purpose of supporting a solar photovoltaic system, that are directly related to the installation and operation of a complete renewable energy project.  The incentive amount is based on the solar photovoltaic system’s capacity rating or, in the case of a non-solar electric project, a percentage of the total project cost.  The incentive will be paid at the time of installation or project completion and upon the submittal of documentation verifying the project was installed according to all plans, specifications, permits, approvals and/or agreements.  If the project is expected to receive other incentive funding, documentation verifying the incentive amount is required prior to receiving the incentive payment.
Following Tables 1 and 2 in the RFP, add the following text:


The above incentives are the maximum allowed under this program, and may be reduced if the project receives co-funding and/or other incentive funds, rebates and/or tax credits.  The incentives offered under this program may be used to cover up to, and not exceeding, the actual cost of the renewable energy project.
