The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is pleased to announce a funding opportunity for implementation of the State’s “Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement and Retrofit Program” in the South Coast Air Basin.  This program, is designed to provide incentives to replace and retrofit school buses in order to reduce children’s exposure to toxic diesel particulate matter and other smog forming pollutants as expeditiously as possible.

All public school districts are eligible to apply for funding for the School Bus Replacement and Retrofit Program.  Private school bus contractors are only eligible to apply for the school bus retrofit component of the program.

Staff at the Technology Advancement Office (TAO) of the SCAQMD are available to assist applicants during the preparation of their applications for this program.  Points of contact for administrative and technical assistance are included in the attached Program Announcement (Section I.F).

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Section I: Program Introduction

I.A.
LOWER-EMISSION SCHOOL BUS PROGRAM OVERVIEW

Governor Gray Davis has allocated $50 million in the Fiscal Year 2000-01 budget to the California Air Resources Board (ARB) for a Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement and Retrofit Program.  The primary purpose of the program is to reduce school children’s exposure to both cancer causing and smog forming pollution.  As called for in the final state budget, the program provides grants to reduce pollutant emissions from schools in two different ways.  Part 1: The Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement Program, is designed to replace older, in-use, high-emitting diesel school buses with lower-emission new buses.  Part 2: The Lower-Emission School Bus Particulate Matter (PM) Retrofit Program, is designed to substantially reduce PM emissions from in-use diesel school buses.

On December 7, 2000, the ARB’s Governing Board adopted the guidelines for the Lower-Emission School Bus Program, allocating $12.5 million for the PM retrofit and $37.5 million for the replacement program statewide.  Based on each region’s population in the State, the SCAQMD has received funds in the amounts of $5.5 million for the retrofit, and $16.6 million for the replacement and infrastructure components of the program.  According to the adopted guidelines, $11.1 million of the school bus replacement funds are available to purchase alternative fuel buses, and the remaining $5.5 million is available to purchase lower-emitting diesel buses operating on low-sulfur diesel fuel.  In addition, the SCAQMD has allocated $1.66 million for the school bus replacement part of the program.  This $1.66 million will in its entirety be added to the $11.1 million in State funds to increase the amount of available funding to purchase alternative fuel replacement buses to $12.76 million.  For new bus purchases, school districts are required to provide up to 25 percent of the new bus value not exceeding a maximum of $25,000 as local match funding.  For school districts meeting certain criteria, this funding match level reduces to 15 percent of the new bus value, not exceeding a maximum of $15,000.

Further details regarding the specific requirements and criteria of both the retrofit, and the replacement and infrastructure programs are outlined in section I.E. in this document.

I.B.
PROGRAM SCHEDULE
The Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement and Retrofit Program will be conducted in accordance with the adopted State guidelines.  The implementation schedules for the replacement and the retrofit programs are illustrated below.  If more applications are received than available funds, awards will be made by a point ranking methodology approved by the AQMD Governing Board, and in compliance with the program criteria outlined in this document.

PARTICIPATION GUIDELINES, REQUIREMENTS, & CONDITIONS

GRANT PROVISIONS FOR SCHOOL BUS REPLACEMENT & INFRASTRUCTURE

A.
School Bus Replacement Criteria Overview
1. California public school districts that own and operate school buses, including under provisions of a joint powers authority, can apply for school bus funds.  All the replaced and the new replacement buses must have a manufacturer gross vehicular weight rating (GVWR) of greater than 14,000 pounds and be powered by a heavy-duty engine (ARB classification).

2. Only replacement buses will be funded.  Fleet expansion buses are not eligible for funding.

3. Heavy-duty alternative-fuel engines must be certified to the ARB optional, reduced-emission NOx standard or 2.5 g/bhp-hr and a 0.03 g/bhp-hr PM level, or diesel engines to 3.0 g/bhp-hr NOx and 0.01 g/bhp-hr PM levels.

4.  Buses that operate on any fuel except gasoline can be requested if required engine emissions standards are met.  Diesel buses funded must operate on low-sulfur diesel fuel with a maximum sulfur content of 15 ppm by weight.

5. Availability of required fuels by delivery of the buses shall be documented.  Provisions shall be made to avoid possible mis-fueling. 

6. Replaced buses must be pre-1987 model year buses.  Priority shall be given to the replacement of in-use pre-1977 model year school buses in the following order:

· First, each new purchase shall replace any in-use diesel pre-1977 model year school bus and the replaced bus shall be crushed.

· Second, any pre-1977 heavy-duty gasoline buses that did not include an original equipment catalytic converter shall be replaced and crushed.

· Where fleets contain no pre-1977 buses, pre-1987 diesel buses shall be replaced.  These buses shall be crushed, or replace a pre-1977 diesel bus in a California fleet (not limited to school bus fleets).  This replaced pre-1977 bus must be crushed.

· Then, any pre-1987 heavy-duty gasoline buses that did not include an original equipment catalytic converter shall be crushed, or replace a pre-1977 diesel bus in a California fleet (not limited to school bus fleets).  This replaced pre-1977 bus must be crushed.

7. School districts submitting applications for the school bus replacement funds, shall also apply for school bus retrofit funding if their fleet is eligible to be retrofitted according to the guidelines outlined in this document.  School districts awarded with replacement bus funds may be required to commit to the retrofit program, if funding can be provided for the retrofits.

8. All replaced buses must be in current use and have current CHP certification.  The application form calls for specific information related to the replaced bus.

B.
Infrastructure Criteria Overview

1. Qualifying proposers may request funding to offset the cost of procuring new slow-fill alternative-fuel refueling equipment or expanding the capacity of an existing refueling station.  Maintenance improvements costs are not eligible for funding.

2. New capacity requested will be directly related to the capacity needed by the new alternative-fuel buses awarded through this program.

3. Need for alternative-fuel infrastructure shall be documented as called for on the application.

4.
Upon approval, funding may be used to purchase slow-fill equipment or used to buy down the cost of a public access fast-fill facility.  However, requested funding must be based on cost of slow-fill capacity needed for the new buses.

FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

A. Amounts of Funding

1.  The State Department of General Services maintains a state bid list that lists prices of various school buses.  Funding requested for purchase of a bus shall be consistent with the prices on the current state bid list.  With the exception of the purchase and installation of seat belts, particulate filters, and alternative fuel options, the school district is responsible for the cost of any options not included in the prices on the list.

2. Basis for the amount of funding requested for purchase of alternative-fuel refueling infrastructure shall be documented in the application.  Amounts requested for funding shall be based on the cost of slow-fill stations.  Awards will not exceed 10 percent of the new bus funding awarded to the applying school district from the State’s and the SCAQMD’s $12.76 million allocated for new alternative fuel buses.

3. Sales tax for purchase of replacement buses and alternative-fuel refueling infrastructure will be paid from the $16.6 million State funds and the $1.66 million SCAQMD funds allocated for the Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement Program.  However, for alternative-fuel refueling infrastructure, the sales tax paid will only be for the amount of funding provided by the State and SCAQMD funds.

4. The possible one percent procurement fee for utilization of the State Department of General Services list to purchase replacement buses will be paid from the $16.6 million State Funds and the $1.66 million SCAQMD funds allocated for the Lower-Emission School Bus Replacement Program.  School districts are encouraged to use alternative mechanisms if that results in cost savings.

B.
Matching fund requirement 

1. The school district shall provide 25 percent in match funding for each bus purchased, up to a $25,000 maximum per bus, except in those cases where the school district qualifies for a reduced match.

2. If more than twenty percent of a school district’s fleet is comprised of pre-1977 buses, and one of those pre-1977 buses accumulate at least 10,000 miles per year, the school district shall only provide 15 percent in match funding for each new bus purchased, up to a $15,000 maximum per bus.  The reduced match funding is only available for purchase of new buses that replace pre-1977 buses.

3. Funds for alternative-fuel refueling infrastructure may be awarded to a school district.  The school district shall have available all funds required to complete purchases, installation, and operation of alternative-fuel refueling infrastructure. 

4. The source of match funding for bus purchases and infrastructure shall be documented and attached to this application.  If other grant funds are being used as match funding, detailed information on required use of those funds shall be included.

5. Carl Moyer funds may not be used as match funding to purchase new buses.

C.
Authorizing Resolution
A school board resolution or the minutes of the school board meeting approving the resolution, authorizing submittal of the application shall be submitted by May 29, 2001.

D.
Disbursement of Funds

1.  Funds will be paid on a reimbursement basis at the time of vehicle delivery to the school district.  Proof of vehicle delivery must accompany any request for reimbursement of approved funds. All requests for reimbursement must be received by July 15, 2002.  Upon request, monies owed can be paid directly to the bus vendor via assignment of payment.

2. Funds will be paid on a reimbursement basis at the time of completion of the alternative-fuel refueling facility.  Proof of completion shall accompany any request for reimbursement of approved funds. All requests for reimbursement must be received by July 15, 2002.  Upon request, monies can be paid directly to the infrastructure provider via assignment of payment.

PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

A.  Project Selection and Award of Funds

1. Funding for school buses will be awarded through a non-competitive process.  If the number of requests exceed the available amount of funding, then awards will be made by a point ranking methodology as outlined in Attachments 1 and 2, on pages 14 and 15 of this document.

2. Funds for purchase of low-emitting diesel and CNG school buses and infrastructure will be distributed proportional to each county’s general population in the Basin.

3. Los Angeles Unified School District’s funding eligibility will be limited to a maximum of fifty percent of the total funds allocated for Los Angeles County.

4. The SCAQMD reserves the right to utilize the $5.5 million allocated for lower-emission diesel buses to purchase alternative fuel buses, if the requested funding for the alternative fuel buses exceeds the allocated State funds, and if other air districts prefer to purchase lower-emission diesel buses in the same financial proportion, so that the Statewide funding ratio of 2 to 1 between the alternative fuel and the lower-emission diesel buses remains unchanged.

5. In the event the funds are not encumbered by July 15, 2001, by any air districts that administer the program, the remaining funds may be assigned by the CEC to fund any backlog of school bus funding requests in the designated geographic area.


6. Because of the special $3 million funding for school bus replacement under the AES Settlement Fund, Jurupa Unified School District will not be included in this specific solicitation.

B.
Project Completion Deadlines

1. School bus orders must be placed no later than July 15, 2001.

2. Contracts with providers of alternative-fuel infrastructure must be executed by January 1, 2002. 

C.
Monitoring and Reporting

1. School districts must notify the SCAQMD’s Technology Advancement Office, when the funded buses are ordered and again when the buses arrive on site.

2. School districts must notify the SCAQMD’s Technology Advancement Office, when any alternative-fuel equipment is ordered or construction contracts let, and then when the equipment is operating.

3. School districts receiving funding for diesel buses must notify the SCAQMD’s Technology Advancement Office, when contracts are signed for the purchase of low-sulfur fuel.  

GRANT PROVISIONS FOR SCHOOL BUS RETROFIT

A.  School Bus PM Retrofit Criteria Overview

1 California public school districts that own and operate school buses, including under provisions of a joint powers agreement, are eligible to apply for funds.  School transportation companies that provide transportation services, under contract to public school districts, may also apply for funding.

2 Only in-use 1977 and newer model year diesel-powered buses qualify for retrofits.  However, in each fleet priority shall be given to retrofit 1987 and newer engines first.

3. Only four stroke diesel powered engines will be retrofitted in the current program.

4. All retrofit devices must be certified by ARB to achieve an 85% reduction in PM.

5. Since the certification process of retrofit devices is still underway, school districts and school transportation companies are requested to submit their applications by providing the list of all the eligible buses that they would like to retrofit.

6. School districts and transportation companies are encouraged to retrofit all eligible buses in the fleet.  

7. School districts and transportation providers shall be responsible for obtaining low-sulfur diesel fuel to ensure proper operation of the retrofit device.  Provisions shall be made to avoid mis-fueling of retrofitted buses.

FUNDING ALLOCATIONS

A.  Amounts of Funding

1. Program will pay for the full cost of retrofit devices and installation, estimated to be $6000 to $7500.

2. Program will pay an incremental low-sulfur fuel cost of $500.00 per retrofitted bus.

3. Sales tax for purchase of the retrofit units will be paid from the $5.5 million State funds allocated for the Lower-Emission School Bus Retrofit Program.

B.  Matching fund requirement for the PM Retrofit Program

1. No matching funds are required of the school district or transportation company. 

2. School districts and transportation companies shall be responsible for routine maintenance of the retrofit devices.

C.  Authorizing Resolution

A school board resolution authorizing submittal of the request for funds shall be attached to the application for funding. If the school board resolution can not be submitted with the application due to time constrains, the final award will then be contingent upon submittal of the subject school board resolution.

D.  Disbursement of Funds

1. Funds will be paid on a reimbursement basis by the air district after the installation of the retrofit devices.  Proof of installation shall accompany any request for reimbursement of approved funds.  All requests for reimbursement must be received by October 1, 2002. 

2. Upon request, monies can be paid directly to the retrofit provider.  Funds for the incremental fuel cost of $500.00 per retrofitted bus shall be paid after installation of the retrofit devices.  Proof of contract with fuel supplier shall accompany any request for payment of approved funds.  All requests for reimbursement must be received by October 1, 2002.  Upon request, monies can be paid directly to the fuel supplier or other designated entity via assignment of payment.

PROJECT IMPLENTATION

A.   Project Selection and Award of Funds

1. Funding for retrofitting of school buses will be awarded through a non-competitive process.  If the number of requests exceed the available amount of funding, then awards will be made by non-competitive methodology, as long as all the other criteria outlined in this document are met.

2. At least ten percent of the state funds available for this program will be allocated in each county within the jurisdiction of the SCAQMD.

3. In the event the funds are not encumbered by July 15, 2002, by any air district that administers the program, the remaining funds will be assigned to other air districts.

B.   Project Completion Deadlines

All retrofit device orders shall be placed no later than February 15, 2002 or within 60 days of award of funds, whichever is later.

C.   Monitoring and Reporting

1. School districts and school transportation companies receiving funding must notify the funding agency when the retrofit devices are ordered and again when the devices are installed.

2. School districts and school transportation companies receiving funding must notify the funding agency when contracts are signed for the purchase of low-sulfur fuel.
