RFP for Development of LNG Refueling Stations in the South Coast Air Basin

The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) requests proposals for the following purpose according to terms and conditions attached.  In the preparation of this Request for Proposals (RFP) the words "Proposer," "Contractor," and "Consultant" are used interchangeably.

PURPOSE

The purpose of this Request for Proposals (RFP) is to solicit cost-share proposals from private and public fleet owners intending to install new liquefied natural gas (LNG) or liquefied/compressed natural gas (L/CNG) fuel dispensing facilities with an emphasis on those facilities that will support implementation of Rule 1193.  The goal of this program is to provide cost-share funds to assist both public and private fleet owners to establish publicly accessible LNG – L/CNG fuel dispensing facility projects within the greater southern California area (South Coast Air Basin).  This funding is designed to offset capital investment costs, resulting in conveniently located and competitively priced alternative fuels. 

Applicants must be either public agencies or private entities. Projects to assist public agencies to establish alternative fuel dispensing facilities in California are eligible. Cost-share participants may include fleet owners, state and local governments, alternative fuel suppliers, storage and equipment component manufacturers, and consumers. Cost-share funds can only be requested for storage, and dispensing. For this RFP, funding will only be provided for LNG or L/CNG fueling stations.

The level of required cost share from the applicant is based upon the amount of cost-share funds requested from the AQMD. Funding requests from the AQMD is to be up to 50% of qualified project costs. The applicants’ cost share shall be based upon cash expenditures, (i.e. land/lease, equipment, engineering, permits, installation, etc.).   In-kind services shall not exceed 10 percent of applicant cost-share. The AQMD reserves the right to reduce the amount of AQMD funding to each applicant depending upon the number of meritorious projects submitted. 

Total AQMD funding available for this RFP is up to $2,000,000.
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SECTION I:
BACKGROUND/INFORMATION/SCHEDULE OF EVENTS
In 1988, the AQMD's Governing Board adopted a Clean Fuels Program to promote the development, demonstration, and commercialization of innovative clean-fuel technologies.  The Technology Advancement (TA) office was subsequently formed to administer and manage this Clean Fuels Program.  The TA program is based on a mix of short-, medium-, and long-term goals that parallel those embodied in the AQMD's Air Quality Management Plan (AQMP).  The AQMP identifies the use of alternative clean fuels in mobile sources as a key attainment strategy. The 1190 rules also require implementation of alternative fuel heavy-duty vehicles in public fleets in the Basin. These new rules have set the stage for widespread use of clean fuel and low emission technologies.

In order to meet public and private fleet fueling needs new natural gas fueling infrastructure needs to be further developed in areas where these fleets operate. In particular, those fleets that are impacted by Rule 1193 will benefit from additional fueling infrastructure, with public access, in place as soon as possible to effect a smooth transition to an alternative fuel fleet. 

At the August 17, 2001 and September 21, 2001 Governing Board meetings, staff provided a status report on the implementation of Rule 1193 - Clean On-Road Residential and Commercial Waste Collection Vehicles. Staff indicated that waste collection operators would be purchasing either liquefied natural gas (LNG) or compressed natural gas (CNG) waste collection vehicles to meet the requirements of Rule 1193. Many waste collection operators preferred to purchase LNG fueled vehicles to minimize the space needed for the fuel tanks and maximize collection load capacity.  Staff provided a detailed report on LNG refueling infrastructure and the expected demand for LNG in the future relative to implementation of the clean fleet vehicle rules. 

At its September Meeting, the Board allocated $2,000,000 from Rule 1309.1 – Priority Reserve for Funding Assistance for LNG Refueling Stations to co-fund the development of LNG refueling stations in the SCAB.  The RFP solicits cost-shared proposals for new LNG – L/CNG stations to be constructed within the SCAB.
The AQMD may partially fund any or all qualifying applicants or deny funding to one or more of the lower ranked qualifying applicants.  All grant awards are subject to approval by the full AQMD Governing Board.  AQMD funding must be used for infrastructure equipment components only.

Applicant’s cost share portion must be expended during the term of the contract with the AQMD. The project cost must be documented with each team member’s contributions itemized.  Each member’s contribution must be clearly stated in a letter of commitment.

SECTION II:

PARTICIPATION IN THE PROCUREMENT PROCESS

Please note that this contract is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grants.  Hence, paragraph "F" below does not apply.


A.  
It is the policy of the South Coast Air Quality Management District to ensure that all businesses including minority business enterprises, women business enterprises, disabled veteran business enterprises, and small businesses have a fair and equitable opportunity to compete for and participate in District contracts.

B.  Definitions:

The definition of minority or women business enterprise set forth below is included for purposes of determining compliance with the affirmative steps requirement described in Paragraph F below on procurements funded in whole or in part with EPA grant funds which involve the use of subcontractors.  The definition provided for disabled veteran business enterprise and local business are provided for purposes of determining eligibility for point or cost considerations in the evaluation process.

1.
"Minority-or-women business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all the following criteria:


a.
a business that is at least 51 percent owned by one or more minority persons or women, or in the case of any business whose stock is publicly held, at least 51 percent of the stock is owned by one or more minority persons or women.


b.
a business whose management and daily business operations are controlled by one or more minority persons or women.


c.
a business which is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign-based business.

2.
"Minority person" for purposes of this policy, means a Black American, Hispanic American, Native American (including American Indian, Eskimo, Aleut, and Native Hawaiian), Asian-Indian American (including a person whose origins are from India, Pakistan, and Bangladesh), Asian-Pacific American (including a person whose origins are from Japan, China, the Philippines, Vietnam, Korea, Samoa, Guam, the United States Trust Territories of the Pacific, Northern Marianas, Laos, Cambodia, and Taiwan).

3.
"Disabled veteran" as used in this policy is a United States military, naval, or air service veteran with at least 10 percent service-connected disability who is a resident of California.

4.
"Disabled veteran business enterprise" as used in this policy means a business enterprise that meets all of the following criteria:


a.
is a sole proprietorship or partnership of which is at least 51 percent owned by one or more disabled veterans or, in the case of a publicly owned business, at least 51 percent of its stock is owned by one or more disabled veterans; a subsidiary which is wholly owned by a parent corporation but only if at least 51 percent of the voting stock of the parent corporation is owned by one or more disabled veterans; or a joint venture in which at least 51 percent of the joint venture's management and control and earnings are held by one or more disabled veterans.


b.
the management and control of the daily business operations are by one or more disabled veterans.  The disabled veterans who exercise management and control are not required to be the same disabled veterans as the owners of the business.


c.
is a sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its primary headquarters office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other foreign-based business.

5.
"Local business" as used in the Procurement Policy and Procedure means a company that has an on-going business within the boundaries of the South Coast AQMD at the time of bid application and performs 90% of the work related to the contract within the boundaries of the AQMD and satisfies the requirements of Paragraph H below.

6.
“Small business” as used in this policy means a business that meets the following criteria:

a.
1) an independently owned and operated business; 2) not dominant in its field of operation; 3) together with affiliates is either:

· A service, construction, or non-manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees, and average annual gross receipts of ten million dollars ($10,000,000) or less over the previous three years, or

· A manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees.

b.
Manufacturer means a business that is both of the following:

1) Primarily engaged in the chemical or mechanical transformation of raw materials or processed substances into new products.

2) Classified between Codes 2000 to 3999, inclusive, of the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) Manual published by the United States Office of Management and Budget, 1987 edition.

7.  "Joint ventures" as defined in this policy pertaining to certification means that one party to the joint venture is a DVBE and owns at least 51 percent of the joint venture.

C.
Under Request for Quotations, DVBEs, DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 5% of the lowest cost responsive bid.  Local businesses (if the procurement is not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds) shall be granted a preference in an amount equal to 2% of the lowest cost responsive bid.

D.
Under Request for Proposals, DVBEs,  DVBE joint ventures, small businesses, and small business joint ventures shall be awarded ten (10) points in the evaluation process.  A non-DVBE or large business shall receive seven (7) points for subcontracting at least twenty-five (25%) of the total contract value to a DVBE and/or small business.  On procurements which are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds local businesses shall receive five (5) points.

E.
AQMD will ensure that discrimination in the award and performance of contracts does not occur on the basis of race, color, sex, national origin, marital status, sexual preference, creed, ancestry, medical condition, or retaliation for having filed a discrimination complaint in the performance of AQMD contractual obligations.

F
When contracts are funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds and if subcontracts are to be let, the Contractor must comply with the following, evidencing a good faith effort to solicit minority and women owned enterprises.  Contractor shall submit a certification signed by an authorized official affirming compliance with the steps below at the time of proposal submission.  The AQMD reserves the right to request documentation demonstrating compliance with these steps prior to contract execution.


1.
Place qualified small and minority businesses and women’s business enterprises on solicitation lists;


2.
Assure that small and minority businesses, and women’s business enterprises are solicited whenever they are potential sources including advertising at least ten days in advance of the bid in a variety of media directed to minority-and women-owned business audiences;


3.
Divide total requirements, when economically feasible, into smaller tasks or quantities to permit maximum participation by small and minority business, and women’s business enterprises;


4.
Establish delivery schedules, where requirements permit, which encourage participation by small 
and minority business, and women’s business enterprises; and


5.
Use the services and assistance of the Small Business Administration and the Minority Business Development Agency of the Department of Commerce.

G.
To the extent that any conflict exists between this policy and any requirements imposed by federal and state law relating to participation in a contract by a certified MBE/WBE/DVBE as a condition of receipt of federal or state funds, the federal or state requirements shall prevail.

H.
When contracts are not funded in whole or in part by EPA grant funds, a local business preference will be awarded.  For such contracts that involve the purchase of commercial off-the-shelf products, local business preference will be given to suppliers or distributors of commercial off-the-shelf products who maintain an on-going business within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD.  However, if the subject matter of the RFP or RFQ calls for the fabrication or manufacture of custom products, only companies performing 90% of the manufacturing or fabrication effort within the geographical boundaries of the AQMD shall be entitled to the local business preference.

I.
In compliance with federal fair share requirements set forth in 40 CFR 35.6580, the AQMD shall establish a fair share goal annually for expenditures covered by its procurement policy.

SECTION III:
CO-FUNDING / MATCHING FUND REQUIREMENTS

The level of required cost share from the applicant is based upon the amount of cost-share funds requested from the AQMD. Funding requests from the AQMD is to be up to 50% of qualified project costs. The applicants’ cost share shall be based upon cash expenditures, (i.e. land/lease, equipment, engineering, permits, installation, etc.).   In-kind services shall not exceed 10 percent of applicant cost-share. The AQMD reserves the right to reduce the amount of AQMD funding to each applicant depending upon the number of meritorious projects submitted.

SECTION IV:
STATEMENT OF WORK

The purpose of this Request for Proposals (RFP) is to solicit cost-share proposals from private and public fleet owners intending to install publicly accessible LNG or L/CNG fuel dispensing facilities with an emphasis on heavy-duty vehicles. More specifically, the AQMD requires successful applicants to provide cost-share funds to establish LNG or L/CNG fuel dispensing facility projects within the greater southern California area (South Coast Air Basin).  This funding is designed to offset capital investment costs, resulting in publicly accessible, conveniently located and competitively priced alternative fuels. Applicants that have previously submitted funding requests to the AQMD for existing LNG or L/CNG projects are not eligible.
Applicants must be either public agencies or private entities. Projects to assist public agencies to establish alternative fuel dispensing facilities in California are eligible. Cost-share participants may include fleet owners, state and local governments, alternative fuel suppliers, storage and equipment component manufacturers, and consumers. Cost-share funds can only be requested for storage, and dispensing. For this RFP, funding will only be provided for LNG or L/CNG fueling stations.

All applicants are to submit the following:

1) A cover letter briefly describing their project, a description of the team and leveraged fund commitment with documentation, and discussion of specific project goals and the actions needed to reach these goals, and the requested funding amount.  

2) A description of the project, including the site location, strategic placement of fueling site to support heavy-duty, dedicated and dual/flexible-fueled vehicles, refueling site accessibility, fuel supply, site storage, and street and freeway accessibility

3) A description of vehicle requirements including existing and projected number of vehicles and fleets which will use this facility, the estimated fuel throughput of the proposed station and letters from private or public fleets that intend to use the proposed fueling facilities.  

4) A description of project teams and in-kind support. 

a) For evaluation purposes, project teams and leveraged funds/in-kind support must be documented by letters indicating team members’ funding commitment and/or in-kind services where applicable.  Documentation of fleets planning to use the fueling facility and their estimated throughput should also be included. 
b) Describe the project team’s professional strength and capability.

5) Equipment system design and specifications 
a) Equipment specifications should be in accordance with the best and most feasible storage and fuel dispensing technologies available and meet industry compatible equipment specifications and regulations.  Proposed equipment must meet all applicable health and safety codes.  A complete list of specific equipment shall be provided in the application to substantiate the amount of funds requested.  The applicant shall clearly explain the range of services to be performed including engineering, installation, project management, maintenance, third party ownership and operation, and full turnkey service.  If agreements have not been signed between the applicant and the contractors, the applicant must list the candidates to be solicited for each category. 

b) Assurance must be made that the fuel dispensed meets all applicable governing local, state, and federal fuel specifications (or provide suitable explanation).

c) System specifications: Include the individual equipment component specifications (including size, cost, horsepower, output, electricity/fuel requirements, cost of operation, etc.), performance, fuel specification and fuel quality standards.

d) Define the projects’ life expectancy and how the project will meet all relevant safety and performance requirements.  

e) Include all proposed equipment brand names, models and respective prices and specify if the equipment is listed or certified with Underwriters Laboratories or other appropriate organizations. 

6) Facility construction and operation 
a) This element consists of facility construction, equipment installation, project management, and maintenance.  The applicant is required to indicate the responsible entity for each of the following categories:
i) Engineer/Designer: provides specification and design of fueling facilities, including utility service, subsurface structures, facility enclosures, compression equipment, fuel storage, fuel dispensing equipment, fuel access/billing capability, etc.

ii) Project Manager: oversees engineering, planning, budgeting, permitting (construction and operational permits, CEQA documentation, etc.), and construction.  Coordinates with local planning, permitting, and inspection agencies

iii) Facility General Contractor: responsible for all aspects of facility construction.

iv) Equipment Installer: responsible for equipment installation.

v) Operator:  responsible for daily operation of the fueling site.
vi) Maintenance Contractor: responsible for fueling system and equipment maintenance.

7) Define system fueling capabilities 

a) rated fuel dispensing capability  

8) Define the permitting/construction schedule and operation of the facility

a) Describe the permitting process 

b) develop a plan and schedule for completing permit applications

c) Describe how the site will accommodate all fueling transactions 

9) New Facility Start up

a) For All Projects: Start up service shall be provided by factory authorized service technician for all major components.  Proof of factory certification shall accompany quotation.  After installation, service technician shall inspect all equipment, inspect site installation, place unit on line, prove operation and function of all controls.  Onsite personnel shall receive one day training in the proper operation and maintenance of equipment.  Preventive maintenance procedures shall be established and a site-specific log shall be provided and reviewed.

SECTION V: 

Schedule of Deliverables
Successful bidders, following contract execution with AQMD, are expected- at minimum-to supply the following deliverables:

1. Provide a listing of every station installed over the past five years by the applicant’s packager/installer or vendor.  If the applicant has not yet selected the packager/installer or vendor for this project, please provide the solicitation information.

2. Provide a detailed work statement describing how the tasks will be performed within 3 weeks after contract execution.  

3. Provide a detailed budget of proposed expenditures including the itemized cost per item for all the equipment that is to be funded by the AQMD within 8 weeks after contract execution.  

4. Two monthly written progress reports, which summarize project results, achievement of milestones, any drawings or design specifications, preliminary findings, and recommendations for completion of the project.

5. If the AQMD elects to contract with the successful bidder for construction management services, monthly written progress reports, which summarize project results, achievement of milestones, any drawing or design specifications, preliminary findings, and recommendations for completion of the project.  These projects should accompany any invoices billed to AQMD.

6. Quarterly progress meetings, which may take place in person or via conference call.

7. Final report, including an executive summary; which fully describes the accomplishments in achieving the goals of the project. A draft final report must be submitted to the AQMD for review and comment at least 60 days prior to submission of the final report. 

8. A set of 5-inch by 7-inch color photographs and 35 mm color slides, documenting the entire construction project.

9. For each year for the life of the contract, at AQMD’s discretion, preparation of a progress report and oral presentation for the AQMD’s Annual Contractors’ Review Meeting or other AQMD sponsored meeting, in Diamond Bar, California.

SECTION VI:
PROPOSAL EVALUATION/ AND SCORING CRITERIA 

A. Proposals will be evaluated by a diverse, technically qualified panel, including individuals other than AQMD employees, familiar with the subject matter of the project.  The panel shall be appointed by the Executive Officer or his designee.  In addition, the evaluation panel may include such outside public sector or academic community expertise as deemed desirable by the Executive Officer. The panel will make a recommendation to the Executive Officer and/or the Governing Board of the AQMD for final selection of a contractor and negotiation of a contract.  

B. Each member of the evaluation panel shall be accorded equal weight in his or her rating of proposals.  The evaluation panel members shall evaluate the proposals according to the specified criteria and numerical weightings set forth below.

C. The maximum number of points in each category will be awarded to those applicants that best support implementation of Rule 1193.  For instance, a proposed LNG or L/CNG facility that is open 24 hours a day, is sited adjacent to major traffic corridors, has the most fuel throughput of all other proposed stations over a three-year period and has the most LNG refuse haulers committed to purchasing fuel from the facility may receive the maximum amount of points in Sections 1(a) and 1(b) below.  The largest facility with an appropriate operating and maintenance program to be employed for the new facility along with all of the detailed information requested in 1(c) and 1(d) could expect to receive the maximum number of points allocated within those categories.

The cumulative points awarded for small business, DVBE, use of small business or DVBE subcontractors and local business shall not exceed 15 points.
1. To receive additional points in the evaluation process for any of the categories listed above, the proposer must submit a self-certification or certification from the State of California Office of Small Business Certification and Resources at the time of proposal submission certifying that the proposer meets the requirements set forth in Section II.  To receive points for the use of DVBE and/or Small Business subcontractors, at least 25 percent of the total contract value must be subcontracted to DVBEs and/or Small Businesses.

2. For procurement of Research and Development (R & D) projects or projects requiring special technical expertise, technical factors including past experience shall be weighted at 70 points and cost shall be weighted at 30 points.  A proposal must receive at least 56 out of 70 points on R & D projects and projects for special technical expertise in order to be deemed qualified for award.

3. The lowest cost proposal will be awarded the maximum cost points available and all other cost proposals will receive points on a prorated basis.  For example if the lowest cost proposal is $1,000 and the maximum points available are 30 points, this proposal would receive the full 30 points.  If the next lowest cost proposal $1100, it would receive 27 points reflecting the fact that it is 10% higher than the lowest cost (90% of 30 points = 27 points).

C.  During the selection process the evaluation panel may wish to interview some proposers for   clarification purposes only.  No new material will be permitted at this time.

D.
The (Executive Officer or Governing Board) may award the contract to a proposer other than the proposer receiving the highest rating in the event the Governing Board determines that another proposer from among those technically qualified would provide the best value to AQMD considering cost and technical factors.  The determination shall be based solely on the Evaluation Criteria contained in the Request for Proposal (RFP), on evidence provided in the proposal and on any other evidence provided during the bid review process.  Evidence provided during the bid review process is limited to clarification by the proposer of information presented in his/her proposal.

E. Selection will be made based on the above-described criteria and rating factors.  The selection will be made by and is subject to (Executive Officer or Governing Board) approval at the meeting.  All proposers will be notified of the results by letter.

SECTION VII:
PROPOSAL SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS
Submitted proposals must follow the format outlined below and all requested information must be supplied.  Failure to submit proposals in the required format will result in elimination from proposal evaluation.


Each proposal must be submitted in three separate volumes:

· Volume I - Technical Proposal

· Volume II - Cost Proposal

· Volume III - Certifications and Representations included in Attachment A to this  have been executed by an authorized official of the Contractor.

A separate cover letter including the name, address, and telephone number of the contractor, and signed by the person or persons authorized to represent the firm should accompany the proposal submission. Firm contact information as follows should also be included in the cover letter:

A separate Table of Contents should be provided for Volumes I and II.

VOLUME  I - TECHNICAL PROPOSAL
Summary (Section A) - State overall approach to meeting the objectives and satisfying the scope of work to be performed, the sequence of activities, and a description of methodology or techniques to be used in the Statement of Work.
Program Schedule (Section B) - Provide projected milestones or benchmarks for submitting reports within the total time allowed.

Project Organization (Section C) - Describe the proposed management structure, program monitoring procedures, and organization of the proposed team.

Qualifications (Section D) - Describe the technical capabilities of the firm. RECITALS 


A.
AQMD is the local agency with primary responsibility for regulating stationary source air pollution in the South Coast Air Basin in the State of California.  AQMD is authorized to enter into this Contract under California Health and Safety Code Section 40489.  AQMD desires to contract with CONTRACTOR for services described in Attachment 1 - Work Statement, attached here and made a part here by this reference. B.
