Amounts of Funding

The total AQMD funding for qualifying emission reduction projects will be $675,550. 

Matching fund requirement 

No matching funds are required of applicants in this program.
Authorizing Signature

The applicant’s signature authorizing submittal of the application if awards are granted, are required on the application form (Appendix A, page A2).
Disbursement of Funds

Project cost will be disbursed after the equipment and hardware as required are installed and the equipment is operable.

PROJECT IMPLEMENTATION

A.  Project Selection and Award of Funds

1. Projects will be selected in proximity of the Wildflower Energy LP powerplant located in Palm Springs and the Alliance Colton LLC powerplant located in Colton and/or other areas within Inland counties, i.e., Riverside and San Bernardino, within the South Coast AQMD.  
2. Projects for this program will include but not be limited to repowering and retrofitting fleet vehicles, warehouse and construction equipment. 
3. Projects will be selected based on NOx and PM10 reduction cost effectiveness, and the completion schedule of the projects.  If several projects have approximately the same cost effectiveness, preference will be given to projects based on their proximity to the Wildflower Energy LP powerplant located in Palm Springs and the Alliance Colton LLC powerplant located in Colton.
4. Projects that do not meet the above stated program criteria may be submitted to the AQMD’s program manager for funding approval on a case by case basis.
