NOx AND PM EMISSION REDUCTION CREDIT PROGRAM OVERVIEW

In 2001 a statewide NOx and PM Reduction Program was created to mitigate excess emission from peaker power generation units.  In response to this program, the Board at its July 20, 2001 meeting, approved the establishment of the State Emission Mitigation Program.  The AQMD received a total of $28,922,925 under this program in Calendar Years 2001 and 2002.  Some of the funds have not been used due to uncommitted projects and other projects which were completed with less than the total of their allocated contract funding.  As a result, approximately $2 million of funding has become available to fund new projects under this program.

Grant Provisions for NOx and PM Emission Reduction Credit Program
Funding Allocations
A.
Amount of Funding

The total SCAQMD funding for qualifying emission reduction projects is approximately $2,000,000.  This amount is subject to change.
B.
Matching fund requirement 

No matching funds are required of applicants in this program.

C.
Authorizing Signature

The applicant’s signature authorizing submittal of the proposals if awards are granted, are required on the proposal.
D. Disbursement of Funds
Project cost will be disbursed after the equipment and hardware as required are installed and the equipment is operable.

Project Implementation
A.
Project Selection and Award of Funds
1. Projects will be selected based on NOx and /or PM10 reduction cost effectiveness, and the completion schedule of the projects.
2. Projects shall be completed no later than June 30, 2004.

3. Projects selected by AQMD staff will be presented to CARB staff for their consent before the final approval by the AQMD Governing Board.
B.
Project Completion Deadlines

All projects shall be completed no later than June 30, 2004.
C.
Monitoring and Reporting

· The NOx and PM Emission Reduction Credit Program will be administered in the same manner as the Carl Moyer Program.

· Projects will be monitored to ensure that the expected emission reductions occur.

· Contractor shall submit annual reports that are due each June 30, from 2005 through 2009.  This shall include data as submitted for the Carl Moyer Program reporting requirement, including equipment usage location and emissions benefits.
