William Davis, Legal Counsel for Teamsters Local 911, addressed the Board.  He expressed support for the reclassification of the seven positions listed in the report, noted strong opposition to the decision to not recognize the need to reclassify the remaining 23 positions that were reviewed, and requested further study with regard to those 23 positions.
ON MOTION OF MS. LaPISTO-KIRTLEY, SECONDED BY MR. SILVA, AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED (Absent: Antonovich), THE BOARD APPROVED AGENDA ITEM 10, AS RECOMMENDED BY STAFF.

Noting the importance of customer service to the District,            Ms. Verdugo-Peralta urged the Board to take these positions into consideration during the budget process and recommended that customer service training be incorporated into positions that will enhance service to the public.

Rick Pearce, Chief Financial Officer, gave a brief presentation.  Staff recommended that the Board approve AQMD joining with the County of San Bernardino in their pension obligation bond financing and approve agreements for bond disclosure and financial advisory services.

Ms. Carney noted the seriousness of borrowing to fund benefit packages, and suggested that the Board take the District’s debt and pension obligations into account during negotiations.

Adopt Proposed Rule 1470 - Requirements for Stationary Diesel-fueled 


Internal Combustion and Other Compression Ignition Engines


Jill Whynot, Planning & Rules Manager, gave the staff report.

In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,         Ms. Whynot and Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications.

· Staff’s recommendation is to assist schools that own and have engines on-site with the purchase of diesel particulate traps, and funds would be available on a first come, first serve basis.  However, there is the potential, once the $250,000 from a State fund has been exhausted, to use Rule 1309.1 (Priority Reserve) funds.
· The cost to retrofit existing engines average $38 per horsepower (hp).  Most engines at schools average 300 hp, for a total cost of $7,500 to $10,000 per engine. 
· 90 percent of the engines that are not located near a school can comply with PR1470 by using cleaner fuels and limiting testing and maintenance hours.
· To implement the rule, the permit for the engine would place a cap on the number of hours for testing and maintenance only.    PR1470 sets restrictions for testing and maintenance, relative to engines located near schools, as to when they can be tested and maintained to avoid turning them on when children are on campus.

· PR1470 would not restrict or weaken emergency response capabilities of any engines, including those for local governments.

· The State allows 20 hours a year for routine maintenance and testing and the industry can run diesel generators without limits during a localized or state wide emergency.
The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.

ANGELA KHO, Parents of Students of Our Lady of Assumption School


Expressed support for PR1470 and urged the Board to adopt the rule with the following modifications in order to be more protective of children’s health:      (i) do not allow generators located next to schools to profit by participating in demand response programs; and (ii) shorten the compliance period that businesses are allowed to reduce remissions. Strong enforcement of the rule was encouraged. 
RITA LOOF


In addition to the two modifications suggested above by concerned parents, suggested that diesel be treated as a toxic air containment, not as a criteria pollutant.

JERILYN LOPEZ MENDOZA, Environmental Defense
Highlighted issues outlined in a 78-page report completed by the Environmental Defense on diesel-fueled backup generators in California, and urged the Board to adopt PR1470 in its current form or with more stringent requirements that will protect the health of children.  (Submitted a copy of the report) 

TIM TAYLOR, Cleaire Advanced Emission Controls

Noted that there are practical solutions commercially available to control Particulate emissions from diesel-fueled backup generators.  Showed a short video clip showing start up of generators with and without control devices.

BILL QUINN, CCEEB  California Council for Environmental & Economic Balance 


Expressed support for PR1470, and noted that CARB’s air toxic control measure for stationary diesel engines is highly health protective, sets strong emissions control, and addresses the needs of school children by limiting the hours of operation for testing and maintenance to outside of school hours.
JOE LYOU, California Environmental Rights Alliance

Expressed support for PR1470, and encouraged the Board to use Carl Moyer funding to expand the program.  Displayed a chart regarding cancer risks from diesel engines and asked the Board to protect children’s health.
MELISSA LIN PERRELLA, Natural Resources Defense Council (NRDC)


Urged the Board to adopt PR1470 with the following changes: (i) prohibit the operation of diesel generators during all school activities; (ii) apply a restriction  to emergency stand-by engines that are 500 feet away from a school; and (iii) shorten the compliance period to regulate all engines by the year 2006.

MARTIN SCHLAGETER, Coalition for Clean Air

Expressed support for PR1470 with the following changes: (i) add generator information into the Community Health Air Pollution Information System (CHAPIS) for parents; (ii) conduct in-use tests to monitor compliance; and (iii) issue new permits as controls and emission standards are put into place.

CURTIS COLEMAN, California Manufacturers & Technology Association Southern California Air Quality Alliance___________________________

Noted that he does not oppose the Board’s adoption of the staff’s proposal, however, he objects to adoption of any additional amendments to PR1470.

DANIEL McGIVNEY, Southern California Alliance of Publicly Owned Treatment Works__________________________________________________________ 
Recommended that the Board adopt PR1470 without the proposed additional requirement affecting engines located within 100 meters of a school and direct staff to work with all interested stakeholders to model various scenarios that show the incremental health risk benefit resulting from the District’s proposed changes to CARB’s air toxic control measure. (Submitted written comments)

GREG ADAMS, Los Angeles County Sanitation Districts
1) Concurred with Mr. McGivney’s recommendation. 2) Noted that the situation at the Lady of Assumption School was handled by permit conditions and enforcement actions, and that the additional requirements under PR1470 weaken the emergency response capabilities of local governments and further deter the purchase of diesel engines.  Diesel engines fill a much-needed purpose during emergencies.
Ms. Whynot clarified that PR1470 does not cover portable equipment that would be transferred to a fire and does not limit use during emergencies.          Dr. Wallerstein noted that the monthly routine of starting a generator for 5-10 minutes should be done outside of prime school time and when the children are not present.


There being no further public testimony, the public hearing was closed.
Chairman Burke noted that Mr. Antonovich would not be voting on adoption of PR1470 because he was not present during the first six minutes of the public testimony.  He directed staff to obtain a legal opinion on the issue for the Board.

MR. YATES MOVED TO: 1) ADOPT THE AIR TOXIC CONTROL MEASURE (ATCM) PORTION OF RULE 1470; AND 2) DIRECT STAFF TO WORK WITH THE STAKEHOLDERS TO OBTAIN ADDITIONAL TECHNICAL DATA AS TO THE LOCATION OF THE GENERATORS AND COST IMPACT TO THE MUNICIPALITIES AND SCHOOLS, AND BRING THE REMAINING PROVISIONS OF THE RULE BACK TO THE BOARD WITHIN 90 DAYS. THE MOTION WAS SECONDED BY MR. POSTMUS.

Ms. Verdugo-Peralta, Dr. Wilson, Ms. LaPisto-Kirtley, Ms. Carney, and         Mr. Craycraft voiced their concerns for the health of children and expressed support of adopting Rule 1470 as proposed by staff.

An engine that is located 100 meters (328) feet or less from a school shall not be operated for non-emergency use between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 34:30 p.m. on days when the school is in session., until control equipment is in place, when the hours would be between 7:30 a.m. and 3:30 p.m.

Elaine Chang, DEO of Planning, Rule Development, and Area Sources, gave the staff report.

The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.
TOM HOFFMAN and JOE LYOU, Environmental Rights Alliance


Expressed support for adoption of the addendum; noted their concern regarding the AQMD’s identification of toxic air contaminants and monitoring capabilities, and recommended deadlines for binding, enforceable reduction goals.
MARTIN SCHLAGETER, Coalition for Clean Air


Commended staff for the intensive communications with the stakeholders, and expressed support for the addendum to the air toxic control plan.
JOHN BILLHEIMER, Enviro-Reality

Noted that methyl tertiary-butyl ether (MTBE) and toluene produce the largest volume of emissions of all source categories, but are not listed in the toxic plan; and suggested that an appendix be added to the report to examine the impacts. (Submitted written comments)


Jill Whynot, Planning & Rules Manager, noted that chemicals that have a cancer risk value for cancer effects established by the state are ranked in the toxic plan.  Toluene has chronic effects, but cannot be ranked or weighted by toxicity for carcinogens because it does not have a risk value assigned.


There being no further public testimony, the public hearing was closed.

“WHEREAS, the Governing Board finds and determines, taking into consideration the factors in §(d)(4)(D) of the Governing Board Procedures, that the modifications adopted which have been made to Rule 403 – Fugitive Dust since notice of public hearing do not significantly change the meaning of the proposed amended rule within the meaning of Health and Safety Code §40726 and would not constitute significant new information pursuant to CEQA Guidelines §15088.4; and”
Subparagraph (g)(1)(H)(ii) of Rule 403:
“(ii)
Any discing or similar operation which cuts into and disturbs the soil, where watering is used prior to initatiation of these activities and a determination is made by the agency issuing the weed abatement order that, due to fire hazard conditions, rocks, or other physical obstructions, it is not practical to meet the conditions specified in clause (g)(1)(H)(i).  The provisions of this clause shall not exempt the owner of any property from controlling fugitive dust emissions emanating from  stabilizing, in accordance with paragraph (d)(2), disturbed surface areas which have been created as a result of the weed abatement actions.”
Table 1, Control Measure 14-2: deleted
“Install and maintain wind barriers with no more than 50 percent porosityon three sides of the pile, such that the barrier is equal to or greater than the pile height.”
Table 2, Control Action (5d):

“Install a three-sided enclosure with walls with no more than 50 percent porosity which extend, at a minimum, to the top of the pile.  This option may only be used at aggregate-related plants or at cement manufacturing facilities.”

In response to Ms. Verdugo-Peralta’s concern regarding the attempt by the California Energy Commission to control the oversight of the refineries, Dr. Wallerstein noted that a letter was received from the Executive Director of the California Energy Commission apologizing for the exclusion of the District.  The AQMD is now tied into the process.  He noted that the Board had adopted an “opposed” position on the two pieces of legislation (AB1991 and AB2305) regarding the petroleum infrastructure projects and permitting process.
