CALL TO ORDER:  The meeting was called to order by Chairman Burke at 9:10 a.m.
· Pledge of Allegiance:  Led by Mr. Postmus.
· Opening Comments

Dr. Barry R. Wallerstein, Executive Officer.   Announced that: 1) the AQMD  received delivery of its first fuel cell Honda vehicle; 2) the hydrogen fueling station is operational; 3) staff recommended a delay on Agenda Item 13 (Adopt Resolution Amending Hearing Board Compensation) to the August 6, 2004 Board meeting; 4) Agenda Item 25 (Whitepaper on Status of Fireworks Displays and Fireworks Regulation in South Coast Air Basin and Recommendation to Seek Letter of Agreement from Disneyland Resorts) would be pulled from the Consent Calendar for a presentation by staff; 5) staff recommended, in regard to  Agenda Item 28 (Legislative Committee), that the Board not adopt an “oppose” position on SB 429 Torlakson – Energy Resources: Petroleum Infrastructure Project: Permits: Process, and send the bill back to the Legislative Committee to review substantial changes that have been made to SB 429; and 5) Mr. Antonovich would be bringing to the Board at its August 6, 2004 meeting proposed policy changes for military service pay and employer support of the National Guard & Reserve.

         Chairman Burke presented a Certificate of Appreciation to Raul Lopez, Advertising and Marketing Manager of Gigante, for hosting successful Clean Air Fiesta community events in Anaheim and Arleta.
· Presentation to Hearing Board Alternate Sharon Morris

Chairman Burke presented a plaque to Sharon Morris in recognition and appreciation of six years of service as alternate public member of the Hearing Board.

· Presentation of Recent Results from Children’s Health Study


Jean Ospital, Health Effects Officer/Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, gave a slide presentation on the results from the Children’s Health Study.


In summary, the study provided strong evidence that exposure to air pollutants at current levels in the South Coast Air Basin are linked to adverse health affects in children.  Effects associated with ozone exposures include increased school absences due to respiratory disease; higher use of medication in asthmatic children, and increased risk for new cases of asthma in children who participate in multiple sports.  Nitrogen dioxide, particulate matter, components of particulate matter and acid vapors are a correlated package of pollutants that are linked with increased bronchitis in children with asthma, increased prevalence of asthma, and reduced growth in lung function.  These results indicate that reducing exposure to air pollutants will likely lead to improvement in the health of children living in the South Coast Air Basin.


Ms. Verdugo-Peralta directed staff to work with the Asthma Allergy Foundation of American and the American Lung Association regarding a training program for onsite caregivers at the public schools.

District Counsel Barbara Baird recommended that the items on which there is a conflict be voted on separately.

Mr. Postmus recommended that District Counsel review the Political Reform Act with regard to the use of a lot when a majority of the members are conflicted.
Chairman Burke continued Item No. 4 to the August 6, 2004 Board meeting and directed staff to divide the item into separate projects to allow Board members to vote on the projects at the August meeting.

Greg Danenhauer, Parker Boiler Company, addressed the Board.  He expressed opposition to Rule 1146.2; proposed that a new study be conducted that lowers the NOx level on new boilers and replace the boilers after a ten year life; and suggested a uniformity of the Rule.

25. Whitepaper on Status of Fireworks Displays and Fireworks Regulation in South Coast Air Basin and Recommendation to Seek Letter of Agreement from Disneyland Resorts

In response to Mr. Antonovich’s concerns that the item was not approved by the Stationary Source Committee and that the committee process was being bypassed, Dr. Wallerstein confirmed that that the Board referred the item to committee and it was reviewed twice by the Stationary Source Committee. 


Dr. Wallerstein noted that it is Board policy for the committee to provide guidance to staff and ultimate guidance to the full Board; not to have Committee’s veto items coming before the Board, because there would be less than a quorum of the Board considering and determining whether the full Board had an opportunity to hear an item.  

The written materials before the Board on this item note the Committee’s desire not to have a letter of agreement.  Therefore, the issue is whether or not the Board wishes to have staff sign the letter which was voluntarily prepared by the Disneyland Resort and has no enforcement provisions.

MR. ANTONOVICH MOVED TO REFER AGENDA  ITEM 25 BACK TO THE STATIONARY SOURCE COMMITTEE AND AUTHORIZE THE COMMITTEE TO MAKE THE FINAL DECISION AS TO WHETHER TO SIGN THE LETTER OF AGREEMENT FROM DISNEYLAND.  MS. LaPISTO-KIRTLEY SECONDED THE MOTION FOR THE PURPOSE OF DISCUSSION. 





Ms. LaPisto-Kirtley noted her desire to have the item go through the committee process and be brought back to the Board at the August 6, 2004 meeting.



The following individuals addressed the Board to comment on Item No. 25.


AMY DAVIS, Anaheim Resident



1)  Noted that pyrotechnics light and heat can create ozone at night. 2) Opposed permit exemptions under Rule 219 (Equipment Not Requiring a Written Permit Pursuant to Regulation II).  3) Urged additional studies on the effects of particulate matter on residents who live close to the entertainment sites and in the vicinity of the freeways.  (Submitted written comments)


PAUL T. KOTT, Anaheim Resident & Business Owner



Expressed support for retaining the fireworks at Disneyland and noted that thousand of homes have been sold in Anaheim due to the benefits the City presents, such as the fireworks from Disneyland.  




Mr. Silva commended that the concern of the ground smoke must be addressed; that Disney indicated they would be in compliance by May 2005 and that everyone wants clean air as well as the fireworks. 



Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted that Disney has made an attempt to find technology that utilizes compressed air for higher elevation type of fireworks.  She agreed with Mr. Silva that residents remain exposed to the lower level ground smoke.



Mr. Antonovich noted that the acceptance of the letter was not an issue; the terms of the agreement was voted down.  He commented the Committee could deal with how the agreement should be worked out.


MANUEL GRACE, The Walt Disney Company and Disneyland Resort                                                     



Noted Disney’s desire to provide a presentation on the new           air launch and low- and ultra low-smoke technology.  However, the presentation is supplemental to staff’s presentation and if the matter is deferred to the Stationary Source Committee, they would defer their presentation until that time.


Mr. Craycraft noted that the Stationary Source Committee’s direction to staff was to monitor the health effects of fireworks displays in Anaheim and throughout the basin, and it was felt it would not be appropriate to single out one entity.   The testimony from those affected are not belittled in any manner by his or his colleagues comments; their concerns are taken seriously, and the Board pledges to continue to make sure the health effects are addressed.


Chairman Burke and Mr. Craycraft noted that Disney should be applauded for volunteering to lower pollutant from fireworks.

Laki Tisopulos, Assistant DEO of Planning, Rule Development, and Area Sources, gave the staff report.   An errata sheet identifying typographical errors and minor clarifications was distributed by staff to Board members and copies were made available to the public.
