Carol Coy, DEO of Engineering & Compliance, provided the Board an update on Agenda Item 19.  Since the adoption of the Airborne Toxic Control Measure (ATCM), CARB has made a few modifications to its staff proposal.  The   revised ATCM will be made available later in the month for an additional 15-day public comment period before being submitted to the State Office of Administrative Law for approval.  The revisions are minor with regard to AQMD’s implementation, and the effective date of the measure will be delayed several months.  Staff still intends to directly implement the ATCM as it is finalized by CARB and are working with the affected facilities to ensure they receive prompt control equipment upgrades by the ATCM deadline of January 1, 2006.


Dr. Wilson and Mr. Ovitt indicated they would abstain from Item 6 due to campaign contributions from Best Best & Krieger.   Dr. Wilson, Mr. Ovitt, and   Mr. Yates, indicated they would abstain from Item 9 due to campaign contributions from Waste Management. Mr. Antonovich indicated he would abstain on Item 9 due to contributions from Clean Energy and Waste Management.
