Pre-Hearing for Proposed Rule 1401.1 - Requirements for New and Relocated Facilities Near Schools  

Dr. Wallerstein gave the staff report for PR1401.1, which would establish more stringent risk requirements for new or relocated facilities near existing schools. Staff recommended that it proceed with the rulemaking and discussion with the stakeholders to further refine the proposal, including distance and risk limits.

· Expressed support for staff’s recommendation to proceed with the rulemaking process for PR1401.1 and study the distance aspect.

· Noted that PR1401.1 is a preventive measure and an important mechanism designed to protect school children from the adverse effects of toxic air pollutants, would not allow facilities next to playground equipment, and addresses many environmental issues of low-income minority communities. 

· Noted that mobile and stationary sources need to be addressed for effective regulations and risk assessment; that toxic analyses are critical; and that a buffer zone would provide much needed protection and allow children to learn in a healthy environment.

· Requested that staff be directed to focus on the distance of the buffer zone to offset the additional burden on businesses, and to conduct a socioeconomic study before the rule is adopted.

*(Submitted written comments)
· Opposed PR1401.1 because there is no scientific data or measurable benefit to support the basis that the rule is needed, and would not protect school children from the harmful effects of air pollution. 

· Noted that printing is not a high toxic emitter, current rules exist to regulate location and relocation of toxic components, and stationary source businesses are not the real culprits. 
· Urged AQMD to consider an initiative that would relocate drop off points at schools and an alternative solution that would not turn businesses away from communities that need jobs.  
· Suggested that a program to retrofit existing air conditioning systems at high risk schools be developed to improve and enhance the indoor environment and reduce school children’s exposure to harmful emissions, and that school districts be prohibited from locating in close proximity to existing emitting businesses.

· Expressed concern about the potential impact and financial burden PR1401.1 would have on existing sources and hundreds of   companies. 

There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.


In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,         Dr. Wallerstein made the following clarifications.

· Approximately 60 percent of the schools are located in Los Angeles County. A global position device (GPS) is used to measure the actual distance of a school to a business. There are ample opportunities for a business to locate outside the buffer to prevent impacts to the school and potential impacts to the business owner.

· A school means any public or private school, including juvenile detention facilities with classrooms, used for purposes of the education of more than 12 children in kindergarten or any of the grades 1 to 12,  inclusive, but does not include any private school in which education is primarily conducted in private homes.
· A letter was sent out to 150 school districts identifying the issue of locating schools near freeways and major highways, and the land use guidance document will be provided by outreach staff to school districts.   
· A provision in State law requires a school district, for a new site, to survey the area for potential pollution sources within a quarter mile of the school for consideration of site selection. 
· PR 1401.1 would not require a city or county to change its zoning decisions or master plan; it would be criteria on whether to issue or deny a permit application. It would not affect existing businesses nor would it be a problem if a school were located near an existing business.
· An analysis that included relocation was done on permit activity from 1999-2004; however, staff would take a closer look at provisions as they would apply to the relocation of a business. 

· Prior to bringing back a formal proposal for the Board’s consideration, staff would evaluate the need to include Pre-K and Early Education Centers, work with shareholders with regard to relocation, and review data to determine the appropriate buffer distance.

· Staff would conduct a socioeconomic analysis and would provide data on the type of businesses that tend to locate in residential communities, the type of specific industry clusters, and the number of businesses that comply with the rule. 

Mr. Yates urged staff and the business and environmental community       to bring forth a compromise solution as the rulemaking proceeds.                          Ms. Verdugo-Peralta requested staff to bring back to the Board a disclosure agreement to be used when a business is being transferred from one entity to another.
