The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) is pleased to announce a funding opportunity for implementation of the Rule 1121 Mitigation Fee Program.  This program is designed to provide incentives to reduce NOx emissions from stationary and mobile sources.  All interested parties are encouraged to apply. RULE 1121 MITIGATION FEE PROGRAM OVERVIEW

Emission mitigation fees are collected under Rule 1121 - Control of Nitrogen Oxides from Residential Type, Natural Gas Fired Water Heaters, from water heater manufacturers to offset NOx emissions from water heaters that currently do not meet the emission standards of Rule 1121.  The mitigation fees are used to fund stationary and mobile source emission reduction projects.  Mitigations fees will be collected until January 1, 2008 after which, the water heater manufacturers will be required to meet more stringent NOx emission standards per Rule 1121.

As of April 30, 2005, $937,585 is available in Rule 1121 mitigation fees for funding of new stationary and mobile source emission reduction projects.

Amounts of Funding

The total AQMD contribution for all projects is $937,585.  If more funds become available by the time of awards approval, more projects will be awarded up to the total amount of funds available.

No fund matching is required.

Authorizing Signature

The applicant’s signature authorizing submittal of the proposal is required on the proposal.

Disbursement of Funds

Project cost will be disbursed after the equipment and hardware as required are installed and the equipment is operable.

Project Categories

The following is a list of projects that qualify under this Program Announcement.  This is not a limiting list, and applicants are encouraged to submit projects outside of this list that meet the requirements of this Program Announcement.

· Replace existing gas fired water heaters with renewable energy heater

· Projects that replace fossil fuels with renewable energy

· Replace use of airplane auxiliary power units (APUs) with fixed electric ground power at airports

· Replace use of diesel-fueled ground power units (GPUs) with fixed electric ground power at airports

· Re-power marine vessel engines and portside equipment

· Re-power diesel-fueled construction equipment engines

· Re-power and retrofit diesel-fueled locomotive engines
· Solar water heaters
