Hal Bernson, representing National Paint & Coatings Association, urged the Board to delay Rule 1113 for 90 days, noting that it would allow the Ad Hoc Committee, at its May 20, 2006 meeting, to achieve a final agreement on the Rule, and then present the outcome to the Governing Board. Dr. Wallerstein noted that a number of VOC limits go into effect in July 2006, a 90-day delay of the limits would require an agendized public hearing, and a delay would significantly impact the air quality.

8. Issue Program Announcement & Application for New CNG School Buses
with AB 923 Funds and Retrofit Diesel School Buses with State Funds

The following individual addressed the Board to comment on Item No. 8.

Richard Teebay expressed support for staff’s proposal and suggested that staff: 1) permit funding of alternative fuel schools buses that meet the state’s emission criteria, and 2) require that all diesel powered school buses retrofitted with Level 3 devices be also retrofitted with crankcase devices. Additionally, he requested that the Board consider creating a program for struggling school districts that is similar to the Gateway Cities program.  (Submitted written comments)

Chung Liu, DEO of Science & Technology Advancement, noted that: 1) CARB may be in the process of certifying Class C propane models, which once certified and emissions shown to be compatible with CNG, staff may be able to include in the program; 2) crankcase devices are not allowed in the state’s current program, and cost effectiveness would need to be evaluated; and 3) the program allows for the trade-in of older buses for newer diesel buses.

Mr. Loveridge provided an update on the CARB meeting held in Long Beach, noting that the pollution from the ports and goods movement were two topics that were focused upon, and that the recommendations that were presented may be helpful to AQMD’s future rulemaking.   
At Mr. Loveridge’s request, Chairman Burke directed staff to present at the July 7, 2006 Board meeting, an overview on the recommendations presented by CARB with regard to AQMD’s future rulemaking and pollution from the Ports.

32. Status Report on AQMD Support for California Fuel Cell Partnership, Steering Team Meeting Report, and Proposal to Renew Membership for Calendar Year 2006 Including Continued Support for CaFCP Regional Coordinator Located at AQMD

Ms. Verdugo-Peralta gave a slide presentation on the CaFCP’s Earth Day event held in Sacramento, noting that President Bush attended and toured the facility.  The fuel cell vehicles, a hydrogen fuel cell hybrid electric bus, and the refueling station were featured at the event.  She and CARB Chairman,          Dr. Sawyer, were selected to meet and greet the President; and she informed the President that the South Coast Basin has the worst air quality, and needs the federal government’s help to obtain funding for new technologies to reduce emissions. 

In response to Chairman Burke’s concern about the lack of participation by the environmental groups, Ms. Verdugo-Peralta provided the Board members a memo from Catherine Dunwoody, Executive Director of CaFCP, which recapped the partnership’s environmental justice outreach and activities, and an annual plan that specified the proactive steps CaFCP will use to communicate with and include environmental/environmental justice groups in its partnership. 

In conclusion, Ms. Verdugo-Peralta noted that the AQMD has the opportunity to engage the environmental/environmental justice groups to a higher level in this coming year, as well as in the next phase of the partnership.

Amend Rule 219 - Equipment Not Requiring a Written Permit Pursuant to Regulation II


Lee Lockie, Director of Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, gave the staff report.  An errata sheet containing a revision to Subparagraph (d)(10) and requesting a continuance of the proposed amendment to Subparagraph (q)(1)&(2) and portions of the resolution to the June 2, 2006 Board meeting was distributed to the Board members and copies made available to the public.
The public hearing was opened, and the Board heard testimony from the following individuals.  


RAY LEWANDOWSKI and CHRIS RICH, Wavefront Technology, Inc.
Expressed opposition to Subparagraph (k)(11) of PAR 219, noting it would severely limit their facility’s manufacturing capability from 200 gallons/day to      12 gallons/day on the utilization of its super compliant oligomer, and limit the expansion of their business. (Submitted written comments)
KATHYE RIETKERK, Farm Bureau Federation
Expressed support for staff’s recommendation to delay the agricultural provisions included in PAR 219, noting it would allow the working group to continue its work with staff to resolve the remaining issues.

JODIE MULLER, Western States Petroleum Association (WSPA)

Indicated that the WSPA remains neutral with respect to staff’s proposed amendments, and expressed thanks to staff for addressing its concerns in the rule language.


CAROL KAUFMAN, Metropolitan Water District of Southern California

Expressed support for the amendment to PAR 219 that provides a permitting exemption for fluorosilicic acid storage tank systems, and thanked staff for working cooperatively to develop the final rule language.

RITA LOOF, RadTech

Expressed concern that staff’s proposal to exempt spray booths operated outside of enclosures provides an unintentional incentive to pollute, as it results in higher emissions.  Requested that finishing equipment/systems with transfer efficiency over 75 percent that use ultraviolet (UV) and electron beam (EB) materials, are less than 50 grams per liter, and use cleanup solvent less than    25 grams per liter be exempted. Noted that permits should be required for equipment that cause emissions, and that permitting for the sake of permitting defeats the purpose of all of the Board’s streamlining issues.

JAY FARQUIHARSON, Uni-Ram Corporation

Expressed support for the amendment to exempt the use of water and  air-cooled solvent recyclers up to 10 gallons, as it would encourage additional use of off-site recyclers and reduce the amount of VOC in the South Coast Basin.   



ALAN HENDERSON, Cefla Finishing America

Noted that its goals complement and are similar to AQMD’s with regard to reducing emissions, and that thought-out and reasonable regulations for industry are essential to the environment.

STEVE McINTOSH, Stiles Machinery

Noted that many small businesses are looking at available technology in order to achieve compliance, and have a direct need and desire to better the environment.  Suggested that staff look at spray equipment and the benefits it can bring to companies.  Noted that the permitting process will keep people away from looking at technologies, and therefore, he is in favor of streamlining permitting.   
There being no further public testimony on this item, the public hearing was closed.
  In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members and the public, Dr. Wallerstein and Laki Tisopulos, Asst. DEO of Planning, Rule Development & Area Sources, made the following clarifications.

· Staff’s proposed exemption of 25 grams per liter and 12 gallons per day translates into 2-1/2 pounds per day of emissions, while the             200 gallons per day would result in emissions of 40 pounds per day, which is a significant amount of emissions.  

· Staff’s proposed exemption is two-fold, 12 gallons per day or         264 gallons per month; and anyone using more than 12 gallons per day or would exceed the monthly limit would need to obtain a permit.

· The proposal before the Board will exempt flash-off, drying, and curing ovens that are associated with insignificant emissions; and is  not only applicable to the UV and EV curable systems, but also to other conventional technologies.  
· Staff supports and encourages the innovating technologies that are being used; however, also wishes to make sure that the total emissions are kept at bay.  

· Staff is not prepared to recommend extending the exemption to spray equipment because it has not been fully evaluated.

· PAR 219 comes before the Board on an annual basis, and if necessary, the Board can make changes before May 2007. With regard to public testimony on permitting, some of the issues raised should be referred to the Permit Streamlining Task Force for further review.
Chairman Burke directed staff to report back by the July 7, 2006 Board meeting with a timeline for addressing the EB/UV issue raised during public testimony.

JIM SMELCER, Lochinvar Corporation


Requested that adoption of PAR 1146.2 be delayed 60-90 days, to allow staff to revise and edit the certification portion of the appliance certification criteria to include averaging for manufacturers as an option.
GREG DANENHAUER, Parker Boiler Company

Expressed support for the rule, noting that the AQMD has provided manufacturers a reasonable timeline to comply with the rule.

HARVEY EDER, Public Solar Power Coalition

Expressed support for the staff’s proposal, and suggested that solar energy be included and be designated as BACT for NOx, PM10, PM2.5, carbon, and emissions.

Expressed his concern that Quemetco, Inc. recycles lead-acid batteries which release known cancer-causing materials into the air over residential areas,                         and questioned if the Proposition 65 warning notice that Quemetco, Inc. placed in the local newspaper relieves them from their responsibility of contaminating the air.  (Submitted written comments)


Jill Whynot, Planning & Rules Manager, indicated that the AQMD has been working with Quemetco, Inc. under Rule 1402 (Control of Toxic Air Contaminants from Existing Sources) and AB 2588 (Toxic Hot Spots Program). The AQMD has held         10 public meetings regarding the facility over the last several years, and significant progress is underway.  The facility has submitted a risk reduction plan as required, and will be installing significant controls which will greatly reduce the public’s exposure to the toxics. Dr. Wallerstein noted that the AQMD is in the process of issuing a modification to the facility’s permits which would further restrict the emissions.
