SUMMARY OF AGENDA ITEMS

· The Steering Team meeting was chaired by John Brady, Vice President Hydrogen Infrastructure, ChevronTexaco with Cynthia Verdugo-Peralta, Governors’ Appointee, AQMD Governing Board serving as Vice-Chair.  Robert Sawyer representing CARB and Robert Brown representing Ford were welcomed as new Steering Team representatives. 
· Catherine Dunwoody, CaFCP, reviewed the decisions and assignments from the previous meeting.  Amended language clarifying expectations regarding the station testing apparatus (STA) program were approved.  
· The 2006 Program Plan progress was reviewed.  It was noted that ExxonMobil will pay a pro-rated share for 2006 as agreed prior to leaving the CaFCP.  With the addition of Jennifer Hamilton, Safety Officer, the CaFCP is fully staffed to carry out the current goals and is currently under budget due to delay in full staffing. 
· Legislative outreach to legislators’ home districts rather than outreach at the capitol is the focus this year.  Cynthia Verdugo-Peralta stated that the new AQMD “Air Quality Institute,” would be a good way to provide outreach to legislators regarding hydrogen and fuel cell vehicles. 
· Brian Johnson, Nissan, and Adam Gromis, CaFCP, provided a report regarding the status of the STA.  Data gathered at the CaFCP station in West Sacramento using one tank has achieved milestone 1.  A search for the replacement of the second tank is continuing under milestone 2, but has been decoupled in order to continue the program by testing with one tank at AC Transit.  Roadworthiness of the upgraded STA has been demonstrated.  A list of potential third parties to operate and maintain the station test apparatus has been compiled and an interest survey will be conducted prior to releasing an RFP.  The program continues under budget due primarily to earlier delays.
· Chris White, CaFCP, provided a status report on Communication team planning for this year’s Road Rally.  A “mini rally” was conducted in March to reach new audiences at three events in San Diego, Arcadia, and Long Beach.  CaFCP worked harder to fit in with existing event logistics rather than creating a separate event.  The 2006 Road Rally will be focused on making each day worthwhile to members.  The message will be “California Progress” and of three potential options, members expressed the most support for starting at the Anaheim Auto Show and ending at the Coronado Classic at the Coronado Naval station, highlighting existing hydrogen fueling stations where possible along the route. 

· Steering Team meeting dates for 2007 were reduced from four to three to reduce costs and focus on high level decisions, with DaimlerChrysler and Shell representatives added to the Planning committee which will increase attention to operational issues in 2007.  
· Bill Chernicoff, USDOT, and Todd Suckow, Ford, presented background and member interest in 700 bar hydrogen fuel dispensing if added at CaFCP in West Sacramento.

· Cynthia Verdugo-Peralta, AQMD, provided an update regarding continued AQMD membership depending on four additional items.  Alternate language will also be considered at the next AQMD Technology committee meeting April 28.  Several other members also provided short updates on their companies’ recent accomplishments and biggest near-term challenges. 

· John Brady, ChevronTexaco provided an energy member perspective on hydrogen station access, liability, use agreements, and contracts. 
· Al Weaverstad, GM, summarized the revised draft vision so far regarding activities of the CaFCP beyond 2007.  The proposed timeframe is 2008-2012, with the theme “Building Market Foundations.”  Highlights of the discussion included the main goals and activities proposed for this period, and the role of Associate members.  Kyo Hattori, Toyota, proposed that additional joint efforts are needed to enable mass market introduction.  The Planning committee will incorporate comments and present final post 2007 vision for review at the July Steering team meeting. 
· Facility needs and options post-2007 were discussed, but more detailed information from UC Davis and UC Irvine are needed.  Due to the significant investment in the current facility, a compelling reason would need to be established to justify moving out of the current facility, but there was broad support for increasing presence in southern California.

· Dan Sperling, UC Davis Institute of Transportation Studies presented background on how hydrogen fits into the biofuels and hybrid vehicle policy debates.

· Analisa Bevan, California Air Resources Board, provided a Learnings presentation about the introduction of fuel cell vehicles in the CARB fleet.
· Cynthia Verdugo-Peralta, AQMD, provided an update on the “five cities” program.
· Nico Bouwkamp, CaFCP presented the DemoNet Annual Report which collects member learnings and open questions.

· Adam Gromis, CaFCP presented a list of Station Implementation Barriers that were recently identified and discussed by DemoNet participants.

The next CaFCP Steering Team meeting is scheduled for July 18-19 in Vancouver BC.
