CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Burke called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.
· Pledge of Allegiance: Led by Mr. Ovitt.
· Opening Comments
Dr. Lyou. 1) Announced that as requested by him at the October 5, 2007 Board meeting, an item regarding Consideration of Attorney-Client Privilege on Memorandum Regarding Conflict Policies for Board Assistants/Consultants was placed on the November 2, 2007 Board meeting agenda, and with Dr. Lyou’s concurrence, was subsequently removed from the agenda, due to District Counsel’s opinion that the information could be provided to existing Board Assistants/Consultants consistent with the attorney-client privilege.
2) Expressed concern about receiving agenda items one day prior to            the Board meeting, and requested to pull Agenda Item 9 [Issue RFP for Technical Assistance on Advanced, Low- and Zero-Emission Technologies and Implementation Activities] from the Consent Calendar. He encouraged staff to provide the Board Members with the agenda packages in a timely manner.
Dr. Barry R. Wallerstein, Executive Officer. Announced that staff would be making a presentation at the December 7, 2007 Board meeting on the recent wildfires, AQMD’s response and recommendations to provide additional particulate monitoring capabilities, and improvements to the AQMD website in terms of providing information to the public. He provided a satellite photograph that was taken on October 22, 2007 which illustrated the impact of the smoke in Southern California circulating off-shore and moving up the coast where communities such as Santa Barbara and Ventura were heavily impacted as well.

ON MOTION OF MR. YATES, SECONDED BY                                 MR. ANTONOVICH, THE NOMINATIONS WERE CLOSED AND A UNANIMOUS VOTE WAS CAST BY THE BOARD MEMBERS PRESENT (Absent: *Campbell, Loveridge, Perry,                  and Pulido) RE-ELECTING DR. BURKE AND DR. WILSON             AS CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR OF THE BOARD, RESPECTIVELY, FOR TERMS COMMENCING IN JANUARY 2008 AND ENDING IN JANUARY 2010.

*The vote was subsequently re-opened to allow Mr. Campbell to vote “AYE”.

Dr. Wilson announced that he was honored to serve under              Chairman Burke’s leadership, and that he looked forward to the great things that will occur in the years ahead at the AQMD.
Chairman Burke congratulated Dr. Wilson on his re-election, and thanked the Board Members for the confidence they have shown him over the years. Chairman Burke recounted a personal story on how a child taught him the value of friendship, and indicated that his experience with the child helped him to develop friendship over the years with members of the Board, Executive Officer, and staff.

9. Issue RFP for Technical Assistance on Advanced, Low- and Zero-Emission Technologies and Implementation Activities

An errata sheet containing the RFP, which was inadvertently omitted from the agenda packets, was provided to the Board and copies were made available to the public.

Expressing his concern about the lack of proper notification and inability to review the RFP, as well as spending half a million dollars for outside assistance, Dr. Lyou recommended that the Item be continued to the December 7, 2007 Board meeting.
In response to Dr. Lyou’s question as to why in-house staff cannot provide the technical assistance, Dr. Chung Lui, DEO of Science & Technology Advancement, clarified that staff requires enhanced technical expertise with regard to advanced fuel plug-in hybrids, hydrogen generation, and fuel cell technology; and to calculate cost effectiveness in determining which project to award and enter in the Carl Moyer programs.
MR. CAMPBELL MOVED THAT AGENDA ITEM                     NO. 9 BE CONTINUED TO THE DECEMBER 7, 2007 BOARD MEETING. DR. LYOU SECONDED THE MOTION.
Mr. Campbell stressed the importance of receiving documents three days in advance of the Board meeting, as well as for the Mobile Source and Stationary Source Committee meetings.
Mr. Yates clarified that the Technology and Stationary Source Committee meetings are scheduled on the last Friday of each month,  and depending on when the Board meeting occurs, it is extremely difficult for the Chair of the Committee to review and sign the Board Letter, so that staff can get the Board Letter published and mailed to the Board.  However, both Committees have been polled and the meetings will be moved to the third Friday of each month, which will eliminate the problem of receiving the Board Letter late.
In response to Dr. Lyou’s question if delay of the item would do irreparable harm, Dr. Wallerstein indicated that he would not characterize it as such; however, there is concern that the Prop 1B monies, including $1 billion that CARB will solicit proposals are moving quickly. Staff hopes to receive in excess of $400 million for the South Coast region from CARB and additional help is needed quickly.
In response to Dr. Wallerstein’s comment that staff would like to quickly hire consultants to help work with its affected sources and make sure the AQMD receives its fair share of the funds, Chairman Burke suggested that a special board meeting be called, which would allow anyone the opportunity to review the documents.
Dr. Wallerstein expressed his apologies for the package not being delivered to the Board with sufficient time to review.

Chairman Burke reiterated that in order for the Board Members to be prepared, they must receive the Board packages and information for both Board and Committee meetings in a sufficient time frame.
Dr. Wilson noted that he understands the Board Members concerns and that he too gets frustrated when he receives last-minute materials that must be read before a meeting. However, this item was reviewed, analyzed, and approved by the Technology Committee; and, in view of the fact that the Board is only authorizing the issuance of an RFP and Prop 1B money is involved, he recommended that the Board approve Agenda Item No 9.

In response to Ms. Reyes Uranga’s suggestion that the RFP be reviewed by the Administrative Committee, and that the Board delegate to the Administrative Committee the authority to approve the RFP,
MR. CAMPBELL AMENDED THE ORIGINAL MOTION TO ALLOW THE ADMINISTRATIVE COMMITTEE           THE AUTHORITY TO REVIEW AND APPROVE AGENDA ITEM 9. DR. Issue Program Announcement for Surplus Off-Road Opt-In for NOx Provision of State In-Use Off-Road Vehicle Regulation
Michael Lewis, Construction Industry Air Quality Coalition, addressed the Board and expressed support to proceed with staff’s proposal. He noted that the construction industry is frustrated by the way CARB ultimately evolved the SOON Program. The program is no longer voluntary or no-cost, and will cost the construction industry in the South Coast district an estimated $80,000 and $120 million to comply, on top of the 100 percent compliance that must be paid for with the CARB program.  
Mr. Lewis requested that the Board direct staff to work with the construction industry and the San Joaquin Air District on developing amendments to the SOON Program and to remove the Carl Moyer requirements.
Chairman Burke noted that in discussion with Dr. Wallerstein, it was agreed that staff would consider that as part of this program.

Ms. Carney requested that the second sentence in Paragraph 4 of            Page 9 be deleted and that the following language be inserted in its place:            “She expressed agreement that a person has a right to express his or her own views before the Board at the podium; however, she believes there is a difference when a lawyer represents a Board Member and then also represents a client on matters coming before the Board. Whether the representation of the client is on a pro bono or paid basis is not relevant because the lawyer owes the same duties to the client whether or not the lawyer is being paid.”
Mr. Yates and Mr. Ovitt indicated that they would abstain on Agenda Items 14A and 14B because Waste Management is a contributor to their campaigns.                Mr. Antonovich indicated that he would abstain on Agenda Item 16 because he received a campaign contribution from Castle & Associates.    

Ms. Carney clarified for the record that she abstained on Agenda Item 7 [Issue Program Announcement for Surplus Off-Road Opt-In for NOx Provision of State In-Use Off-Road Vehicle Regulation] at the Mobile Source Committee meeting.  However, after further investigation it was determined that she did not have a conflict of interest and she would be able to vote on Agenda Item 7.

ON MOTION OF DR. LYOU, SECONDED BY MR. CAMPBELL, AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED (Absent: Loveridge and Pulido), THE BOARD APPROVED AGENDA ITEMS 32, 33,     and 35, AS RECOMMENDED. 

(Mr. Pulido arrived at 9:50 a.m.)

Update on AB 32 and AQMD's Role in Mandatory Reporting Program

Jill Whynot, Director of Strategic Initiatives, provided the staff report.              Ms. Whynot requested that the Board direct staff to proceed with the modifications to the reporting system by making it web-based and adding greenhouse gases, and to have staff take CARB training to become third-party verifiers.
Dr. Wallerstein emphasized that the AQMD is at an initial point of a new era in air pollution control as the state and nation seek to tackle climate change.  Interactions between what AQMD has historically done for particulate/surface level ozone reduction and what now will be done for greenhouse gases will affect every aspect of AQMD programs. He indicated that when CARB began its initial work on the mandatory reporting rule for data collection and verification, the air districts advised CARB that 80 percent of the data is already being collecting and could be provided to them. However, staff has been unable to persuade CARB to construct a program that would rely on the local air districts’ data. CARB is ready to authorize AQMD to allow customers who desire to use AQMD’s software to report data simultaneously with CARB. On the issue of verification, CARB staff is not prepared to recommend to the CARB Board that air districts be the sole verifiers. Staff will return to the Board in January or February with a suggested outline for implementation of the program.  

Mr. Pulido noted that the AQMD can become an important partner in making it all work; and if verification is done correctly, the markets will be able to function. He suggested that the matter be sent to an Ad Hoc Committee.                Mr. Pulido spoke of the positive feedback he received from his participation at the U.S. Conference of Mayors in Seattle, noting he spoke on what the AQMD is doing to address this issue, and that Mayors from around the country want to know how they can emulate some of the things in which the AQMD is engaged. He further stated that former President Bill Clinton’s speech was germane to           the AQMD’s role and that President’s  foundation established a $5 billion fund “The Clinton Initiative for Climate Change” to address global warming and reduce pollution and greenhouse gases.  He suggested that the Board have staff explore how to take advantage of this opportunity, and possibly use the funds from the President’s Initiative to assist intercity communities with programs such as installation of solar panels on roofs.
Ms. Reyes Uranga expressed her support to have staff receive training to collect and verify data, and noted that CARB’s fears may be that if the local air district collects the data they would be more inclined to have a patchwork of regulations that would not be based from the state level. 

Chairman Burke expressed his agreement with Mr. Pulido’s and                      Ms. Reyes Uranga’s comments; however, he is uncomfortable with the premise of the District going into business, noting that the District is a  regulatory agency, and there have not been many examples of government doing great in the business field.
Dr. Lyou expressed his agreement with Chairman Burke’s comment, noting that the District’s role must first be determined and consideration given on how best to verify emissions. He expressed the importance to set an accurate emission inventory for current emissions and to go back and establish the 1990 levels in an accurate manner, not only for cap-and-trade, but also if the state is going to go down to 1990 levels, there must be accurate measurements of what is currently being emitted. He further noted that black carbon is a greenhouse pollutant and provides the opportunity for co-pollutant benefits that provide local toxic emission relief to impacted communities within the District, as well as global benefits, and he requested that staff modify the report to include black carbon. He expressed concern with a possible conflict of interest if the District receives money from conference sponsors and contributors, and with the verification aspect of the program. He expressed support for the reporting aspects being done through the District. 
Mr. Ovitt noted that San Bernardino County has relied heavily on AQMD  to inventory greenhouse gas emissions, and noted that AQMD will play                   an important role when counties and cities do their general plan updates,                    and inventory greenhouse gas emissions. He suggested that funds from the state or President Clinton’s Initiative be made available to the District, and he expressed the need for balance in order for the AQMD to verify and work with industry. 
Ms. Carney noted that the AQMD has a lot to offer but must also be careful in what it ventures into, and she recommended that this matter be assigned to either an existing Board committee or a new Board committee.
Chairman Burke expressed concern with delaying the matter and announced that he would put together a Committee, and that the ground work can begin at the Board Retreat.   

Mayor Pulido noted that verification is extremely important; however, to eliminate mistakes, the District can be leaders by engaging in the discussion with those who are experts on the issue of reducing global gases.  With regard to the funds from the Clinton Initiative, he is not suggesting that the District go into the business of managing that money, rather that as elected officials, make the information available to their constituents that can benefit and who understand and have the opportunity to do something positive for the communities under the umbrella of global warming and reducing greenhouse gas emissions.  

Mr. Yates expressed agreement with forming a special committee to address this subject, noting that adding this subject to either the Mobile Source or Stationary Source Committee would be burdensome and not allow the Committee to take care of its regular scheduled business. On the issue of verification liability, he confirmed that a law was passed in the State of California that holds the cities harmless if a person is injured on city property, and he suggested that staff introduce legislation that would hold the AQMD harmless if an error is made.  

Chairman Burke noted that the real issue is if you hold the AQMD harmless and do not hold the person doing the business harmless. 

Dr. Wallerstein recommended that a Board retreat be scheduled for the early part of 2008, when the Board will have an additional Board Member, to discuss the issue of global climate change, the interaction with the AQMD, and to address the Board Members’ comments. He also suggested that the December Board meeting be held off-site to allow the Board to further discuss the matter.
In response to questions and concerns raised by Board Members,                Dr. Wallerstein and Ms. Whynot provided the following clarifications.

· There is a mixed reaction from industry on the issue of the AQMD collecting and verifying the data. Industry’s desire is to report aggregated data for all their facilities and potentially across state lines. 

· The concept of verification is constructed in the same manner as when the AQMD brings in an outside public auditor to look over the elements of a program and review the books. The qualifications to be a verifier are minimal and staff believes the safeguards are inadequate.   
· The current proposal does not address black carbon, primarily because CARB is looking at the mandatory reporting proposal as a first step and due to time constraints, is doing what is necessary to obtain the majority of the carbon dioxide emissions information. However, as some of the quantifications procedures are not fully developed, staff can speak to CARB about the black carbon. 

· There are certain elements of the greenhouse gas program at the state level that mirror the AQMP, the matter could be assigned to the Mobile Source and Stationary Source Committees, including verification of emissions inventory and field enforcement process.    
· Facilities already provide the AQMD with 80 percent of the emissions data, and if the data is reported incorrectly to the State then theoretically, it is reported incorrectly to the AQMD.  
· When the State program takes its next step for emission reductions, the only way to make the reductions work is to have something similar to a permit, and the types of things that will have to be done to reduce emissions will necessitate changes to existing AQMD permits.  
Dr. Wallerstein indicated that staff would put together for the Board additional information on the issue of verification and green carpet service, and would explain in more detail how the program would work and whether or not there is a financial liability. Staff is not going to be able to persuade CARB to solely designate the air districts to collect the data, but they are ready to allow people to report on a voluntary basis if the AQMD has an acceptable tool that could provide the data into their database.  

Dr. Wallerstein clarified that CARB is going to develop software to          report greenhouse gas data, 80 percent of that data is already reported to the AQMD for standard program purposes. If the AQMD does not modify the software so that someone can use one tool to report the same data to both databases, facilities will have to input the data into the CARB tool as well as the AQMD tool, which staff believes would lead to errors, inefficiencies, and inconsistencies.
