Other
manufacturers have not developed specialty primers that meet the
limits but can continue to sell their products in the AQMD through
the Averaging Compliance Option provision in Rule 1113.  Since
there is a cost differential between the products of the two
manufacturers, retailers are electing to sell the higher-VOC product
from the manufacturer using the Alternative Compliance Option
rather than the lower-VOC products that meets the Rule 1113 
specialty primer limit.
