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	Background


The California Fuel Cell Partnership is a unique collaborative of auto manufacturers, energy companies, fuel cell technology companies, and government agencies; including SCAQMD. This report summarizes CaFCP activity in or related to Southern California for the period October 2007 through December 2007.
In 2007, the CaFCP Steering Team identified four goals to promote the commercialization of hydrogen fuel cell vehicles:
1. Support vehicle and fuel station placements

2. Enable California fueling network

3. Be a leading source for information

4. Maintain organization and plan for future

	Public Events and Conferences


	Orange County Auto Show, Oct 4
7 different OEMs and SCAQMD participated in CaFCP’s sponsored Ride&Drive for members of the public and media at the annual automotive show in Orange County.

CaFCP displayed a 60x80 foot tent inside the main entrance, a ride & drive track, lots of publicity before the event and a CaFCP race. Our display area (the tent) provided room for members from all segments to engage with attendees.

	Technical Program Updates


CaFCP has several technical programs with teams that meet regularly to work on interoperability issues such as hydrogen quality, fueling systems, station testing and public access. This work helps achieve the goal of enabling a California fueling network. 
Staff Changes
· Bill Elrick started as Program Manager, a position left vacant when Adam Gromis left for NYU (Stern &Wagner) to pursue a double Master’s degree.
CaFCP Bus Team

· The Bus Team had two in-person meetings, where initial contact was established between Bus Team participants and fuel cell bus programs outside of CaFCP related programs.

· Bus Fueling Guideline project team created a draft document with the variables important for fueling heavy duty hydrogen vehicles with hydrogen, based on input from all major stakeholders involved in fueling hydrogen buses

· “California Transit Agency FCB Survey” team surveyed all the transit agencies in California in collaboration with the California Transit Association. The goal was to measure the awareness level of transit agencies regarding fuel cell bus programs in California.

Station Access
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www.fleet.cafcp.org website created to allow fleet customers access to detailed station information, directions and schedule. All station operators in California have been informed that they have the ability to link to the CaFCP hydrogen station database.
· Fueling Training Project: industry coordination to create a common hydrogen refueling training program for all new FCV customers to educate new users and address fueling liability. 
· Station System Operational Status: industry coordination to create system of notifying users the capacity and availability of fuel at stations. The Project team agreed on a demonstration station and is workings towards implementation.
