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	Background


The California Fuel Cell Partnership is a unique collaborative of auto manufacturers, energy companies, fuel cell technology companies, and government agencies; including SCAQMD. This report summarizes CaFCP activity in or related to Southern California for the period July 2008 –September 2008.

From 2008-2012, CaFCP will focus on building the foundations for the commercialization of hydrogen fuel cell vehicles:

1. Establish and maintain a common vision for the market transition in California

2. Identify hydrogen fuel needs by year and location

3. Provide a forum to match fueling station partners 

4. Facilitate an ongoing dialogue to determine future hydrogen fueling stations

5. Maintain an accurate database of existing and planned stations in California

6. Prepare communities in California by educating local officials, including fire professionals about hydrogen and fuel cell vehicles

	Technical Program Updates


CaFCP has several technical programs with teams that meet regularly to work on interoperability issues such as hydrogen quality, fueling systems, station testing and public access. This work helps achieve the goal of enabling a California fueling infrastructure. 
CaFCP Bus Team

CaFCP Bus Team and other fuel cell bus program representatives met in West Sacramento to discuss projects and implementation of future FCB programs. Participants included BAE Systems, Proterra, Hydrogenics, and CALSTART-WestStart.
The Bus Fueling Guideline project team, after creating a draft guideline document, decided to test the data reported for the guideline. Currently, the project team is performing tests to evaluate refueling rates for filling buses with gaseous hydrogen at SunLine Transit in Thousand Palms. Recently, the team also started a follow-up on this project in collaboration with SAE J2601 working group members to develop and test a hydrogen bus fueling testing proposal under controlled lab conditions.
The Bus Team worked with APTA, CTE, SFCC and FTA to include presentations in the program for the 2008 APTA Bus Technical Sessions, October 6-8 in San Diego. Five participants of the Bus Team will present their program, project and development experiences with the transit community at this conference. Additionally, the team put together a poster and a brochure for handout to attendees and for use at upcoming conferences to make transit agencies aware of the resources available in the Bus Team.
The next Bus Team meeting is scheduled for December 2nd at San Francisco MUNI in San Francisco. 
Infrastructure Development

CARB RFP Workshops
CAFCP has been supporting CARB’s efforts to schedule two workshops in Southern California. The workshops will promote awareness of the mobile hydrogen refueling RFP which CARB will release this fall. The RFP provides $7.5M in spring ’09 to groups interested in placing hydrogen infrastructure in Southern or Northern California. CaFCP’s involvement will include logistics support to CARB for the venue itself as well as an ER presentation during the workshops themselves.

Project Jumpstart

CaFCP continues to monitor/support CALSTART’s efforts to develop teams of infrastructure partners. CALSTART has continued to advance its scenario analysis and is in early stages of meeting with prospective interested parties. Some of these scenarios include independent station operators, big box stores, fleet/transit operators, as well as utilities. CaFCP leads monthly conference calls with the partnership project team and provides industry contacts as needed.
Hydrogen Quality

MBS: Into third phase of the Mystery Black Stuff (accumulated black particulates at orifices and intersections) investigation. Preliminary results suggest composition is compressor oil, environmental dirt, and stainless steel. Sampling on quartz filters for elemental carbon analysis complete and sent to laboratory for analysis.

Particulates Investigation: Another particulate sampling test planned at the UC Davis station. This test will add another data set to the previous test results and verify new sampling procedures. Toyota has approved the use of one of their vehicles in place of the STA.
HQSA: The West Sacramento station has been tested twice this year with the 35 MPa HQSA. The Phoenix, AZ station will be tested in October, and the UC Davis station in November. The sampling procedure is being developed as a draft standard with support of Smart Chemistry, DMS, and NREL for ballot to ASTM. 70 MPa HQSA undergoing testing at Powertech.
