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SCAG Clean Cities Coalition

Background (Who are we and How we are Organized)

The SCAG Clean Cities Coalition has been active for last 12 years.  The Coalition supports the voluntary deployment of alternative fuel vehicles (AFVs) and construction of infrastructure to support AFVs.  All stakeholders consist of government agencies, and for-profit and non-profit organizations committed to improving air quality in the Southern California region through the technology and deployment of Alternative fuels and vehicles which is aligned and supports the Department of Energy’s Clean Cities Program.  

The Southern California Economic Partnership, (DBA: The Partnership) provides the coordination for the Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG) Clean Cities Coalition.  The coalition coordinator, JoAnn Armenta works to support the SCAG Clean Cities Coalition stakeholders by working with organizations, like South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD), major utilities like The Gas Company, Educators, American Lung Association, Edison, CNGVC, California Fuel Cell Partnership, NEVC, Propane Association, Bio-Diesel Coop and other national and regional coalitions. All of these organizations indirectly and directly contribute to DOE’s Clean Cities Program success.

Financial Support Mechanisms

For 2007, the Department of Energy provided $10,000 in administrative support funds and for our education outreach efforts. Another mechanism is the coalition’s annual membership drive targeting existing members and outreaching to increase membership to nonmembers.

City of Los Angeles Government Fleets
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	Making Air Quality Progress via Alternative Fuel Vehicles and Fuel Economy Programs

	The City’s government fleet is a designated “Clean City Coalition” under the U.S. Department of Energy’s Clean Cities Program, a national program that promotes and supports the use of alternative fuels.  Since establishing a “Clean Fuel Policy” in 2000, the City’s alternative fuel fleet has grown by 21 percent per year.  The City’s active fleet now includes over 2,455 alternative fuel vehicles, with supporting alternative fueling stations and maintenance facilities.  AFV use and fuel economy programs resulted in the conservation of over 10.6 million gallons of conventional fuel during the last reporting year.  The City’s AFV fleet and other emission reduction programs eliminated 8 million pounds of air pollutants from vehicles for last fiscal year at an average cost of 30 cents per pound of pollutant reduced.  City employees participating in fuel economy programs such as rideshare and subsidized transit, eliminated over 44 million vehicle miles this year by sharing rides, using public transit or riding or walking to work.  Progress details follow below.

	Alternative Fuel Vehicles
	Cost-Effective Emission Reductions
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The City controls a growing fleet of 2,455 alternative-fuel vehicles that run on propane, electricity, liquefied natural gas, compressed natural gas, and hydrogen fuels.  Dual fuel and gasoline/hybrid models are also counted as a part of the alternative fuel fleet.  The City has the largest municipally-owned alternative fuel refuse collection fleet in the nation.

· The City owns or is a partner in 18 alternative fuel dispensing stations and over 175 electrical recharging stations, including 2 state-of-the art fueling facilities for hydrogen vehicles.

· The City conserved approximately10.6 million gallons of gasoline through alternative fuel use and fuel economy programs in 2006. 
	· In 2006, the City reduced over
8 million pounds of air pollutant emissions using State Motor Vehicle Fees distributed to the City via the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD).
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This annual reduction was achieved at 
an average cost of 30 cents per pound 
of air pollutant reduced.

· The City operates a state-of-the-art traffic flow and signal control system, known as the ATSAC system, resulting in a reduction in idling and more than 7 million pounds of standard air pollutants and 1,682 million pounds of carbon dioxide for 2005/2006.  A total of 3227 City intersections are under ATSAC control, with more planned.

	[image: image8.wmf]City departments participating in the Bicycle Patrol Program traveled approximately 2.5 million miles
per year, replacing vehicles that would have been idling during this period or traveling half as many 
of these miles.

· City employees participating in the City’s Carpool and Vanpool Rideshare Program, conserve over 20 million vehicle miles per year.  City employees receiving a subsidy for using public transit or bicycling or walking to work, conserve over 24 million vehicle miles per year.

Western Riverside County Clean Cities Coalition Summary for SCAQMD

Who we are: The Western Riverside County Clean Cities Coalition (Coalition), considered one of the nation’s top five performers by the United States Department of Energy, is a voluntary program that brings together local government and private industry in an effort to expand the use of alternatives to gasoline and diesel fuel. 

Our goals: To coordinate air quality efforts for both private and public sectors by providing a forum to discover commonalities, combine resources, and promote the benefits of alternative fuels and advanced technology vehicles in their communities. 

Where our funding comes from: The Coalition receives funding from the U.S. Department of Energy, Local Transportation Funds, private sector event sponsorships, and its member jurisdictions: the Cities of Banning, Corona, Norco, Hemet, Perris, Moreno Valley, Riverside, Temecula, and the County of Riverside. 
How we are organized: This program is administered by the Western Riverside Council of Governments. 

Selected 2007 accomplishments: 

· Coalition 10 Year Strategic Plan: This Plan was adopted to position the Coalition as a Clean, Green, and Sustainable Coalition to develop strategies to reduce greenhouse gas reduction emissions.  
· Advancing the Choice Expo: Over 200 local policy makers and fleet operators from the southern California region joined the Coalition to discuss challenges and solutions related to air pollution created by vehicles. Over 20 alternative fuel / advanced technology vehicles were showcased.  

· CARB Workshop: The Coalition hosted CARB’s workshop regarding the proposed Regulation for In-use Off-road Diesel vehicles. 

· Funding Workshop: The Coalition hosted a funding workshop to cover the Carl Moyer Program, MSRC, and the Federal tax credits. 

· “Car Care for Clean Air” Community Events: To increase public awareness regarding the benefits of proper vehicle maintenance and repair the Coalition provided the public free emissions testing and vehicle inspections.
· Clean Cities Stakeholder Meetings: The Coalition hosted bi-monthly meetings to discuss air quality legislation, funding opportunities, and clean technologies associated with air quality.  

· Interactive School Program: The Coalition visited over 2,000 students to give assemblies and classroom presentations regarding the ins and outs of outdoor air quality. 

· CNG training courses: The Coalition and Southern California Gas Company provided free CNG training classes for Cummins and John Deere heavy duty engines, and CNG cylinder inspections. 

· News Publications: The Coalition produces monthly newsletters and postcards regarding alternative fuel/advanced technology advancements and interviews with air quality champions.  

· Clean Air Awards: The Coalition received “Clean Air Awards” from SCAQMD in the category of “Public Education” for the “Car Care for Clean Air” community events and the Interactive School Program.  

· Environmental Youth Conference: Over 250 students, teachers, and environmental educators joined the Coalition to learn skills in environmental education and the industries it supports.
· Station Map: The Coalition compiled an alternative fuel/advanced technology station map that displays all public and private fueling stations within Western Riverside County.
· Regional Air Quality Task Force:  The Coalition administers the Regional Air Quality Task Force, which is comprised of jurisdictional members, AQMD staff, water districts, and non profit organizations. During 2007, the Task Force has completed a series of brochures for jurisdictions that outline designated truck routes and parking. These brochures are an information guide to keep heavy duty trucks from traversing through residential and sensitive receptor areas.  The Task Force is in the process of creating guidelines for jurisdictions to use when looking at creating an ordinance for designating truck routes through their boundaries. 
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	Long Beach Clean Cities Coalition

	The Long Beach Clean Cities Coalition was designated on August 31, 1994 by the U.S. Department of Energy.  The City of Long Beach has been working under this program, in support of its mission to advance the economic, environmental, and energy security of the United States by supporting local decisions to adopt practices that contribute to reduce petroleum consumption in the transportation sector.  

Vehicles / Equipment

The City of Long Beach has steadily increased its fleet of alternative fueled and electric hybrid vehicles and looks for ways to improve vehicle mileage.  This specialized fleet now numbers 295 vehicles/equipment and accounts for 17 percent of the rolling fleet.  The alternative fuel and hybrid fleet has increased by over 9 percent in 2007.  Recently received were 9 LNG refuse packers and 16 hybrids that have been placed into service this calendar year.  The City is also in negotiations with Honda to use one of their test hydrogen vehicles and become a hydrogen fuel provider with public access in Long Beach.  30 Ford Escape hybrids were ordered in December which will replace gasoline only vehicles.

Fueling Infrastructure

To support the growing natural gas fleet, the City has recently completed the installation of a 16,000 gallon LNG fueling station.  This replaced a temporary 6,000 gallon system that was installed when the City began purchasing LNG refuse packers and street sweepers.  The new 16,000 gallon station was made possible with a portion of the funding coming from the South Coast Air Quality District (SCAQMD).  Pictured here is the new station.
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The City will add a second 16,000 gallon tank by early 2008 to increase storage capacity in order to handle the growing needs and minimize risk of fuel delivery interruptions.  Public access will be implemented when the construction of the second tank and nearby construction is completed.
