Section 185 of the Clean Air Act requires major stationary sources
located in air basins that do not achieve the federal 1-hour ozone
standard by the statutory deadline to pay annually specified fees
based on their emissions of VOC and NOx until the air basin is designated attainment.  Proposed Rule 317 implements the required fee program.
