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SECTION I – OVERVIEW

Purpose
The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) is seeking applications for the 2008 Agricultural Assistance Program (AAP).  The primary purpose of this program is to provide financial assistance to agricultural operations to comply with AQMD Rule 1110.2 – Emission from Gaseous and Liquid-Fueled Engines and to reduce emissions of nitrogen oxides (NOx), particulate matter (PM10) and reactive organic gases (ROG) from stationary engines rated over 50 horsepower.
Introduction
Funding for the AAP was provided by Assembly Bill 923, which permits air districts in designated non-attainment areas to collect an additional two dollars in vehicle registration fees to expend on programs to reduce emissions from vehicular sources and off-road engines and assist agricultural engine users to comply with AQMD rules.  A resolution approving such fees was adopted by the AQMD Board on December 3, 2004.  On February 4, 2005 the AQMD Board authorized $4 million of the AB923 funding to be used for the AAP.  There still remain available funds for agricultural assistance projects.
AAP funding is available on a first-come, first-serve ongoing basis until May 29, 2009 to eligible projects that meet the cost-effectiveness and other criteria stated in this Program Announcement (PA) and attached Appendix.
General Program Information
Eligible projects include the replacement of stationary non-emergency agricultural engines rated over 50 hp with electric motors or a new spark-ignited engine.  An agricultural stationary non-emergency engine is a non-portable engine used for the growing and harvesting of crops or the raising of fowl or animals for the primary purpose of making a profit, providing a livelihood, or conducting agricultural research or instruction by an educational institution.  An engine used for the processing or distribution of crops or fowl or animals is not an agricultural engine.  Any new engine must meet AQMD permitting requirements, and all applicable AQMD rules, including the requirement for Best Available Control Technology.  All emission reductions resulting from funded projects will be retired by the AQMD.  To avoid double counting of emission reductions, the equipment may not receive funding or emission reduction credits from any other government program that is designed to reduce emissions.  

Funding awards will be provided up to a cost-effectiveness limit of $16,000 per ton of emissions (NOx + ROG + 20* PM10) reduced as calculated per the 2008 Carl Moyer Program guidelines.  No administrative or operational costs will be funded.  

The AQMD will verify information submitted by the applicant, and evaluate the application based on criteria set forth in this PA and the attached Appendix.  At AQMD's discretion, consultants to the AQMD may conduct all or part of such evaluation and/or verification.  Data verification during the evaluation and contracting process may cause awards to change.  Furthermore, the AQMD reserves the right to make adjustments to awards based on the subsequent verification of information as well as changes in cost-effectiveness.

Definitions

Agricultural Operations

Agricultural operations are those involved in the production of crops or raising of fowl or animals. 
Repower 

Repower refers to replacing an existing engine with an electric motor or a newer engine that meets lower emission standards.  The replacement engine must comply with all AQMD permitting requirements and applicable AQMD rules. 
Stationary Engine

An agricultural stationary non-emergency engine is a non-portable engine used for the growing and harvesting of crops or the raising of fowl or animals for the primary purpose of making a profit, providing a livelihood, or conducting agricultural research or instruction by an educational institution.  An engine used for the processing or distribution of crops or fowl or animals is not an agricultural engine.

A stationary non-emergency engine also includes

1. An engine permanently installed in one location, or
2. A portable engine that operates in one location for the full season of a seasonal operation.

It does not include engines used only as an emergency backup.
Projects Eligible for Funding
The statutory provisions of AB 923 include requirements for Agricultural Assistance

Program eligible projects:
· Projects must involve the new engine or electric motor purchase, retrofit, repower (electrification), or add-on emissions control.

· Projects must be necessary to comply with the requirements of Rule 1110.2.

· Projects must be operational prior to January 1, 2010.

Important Program Information
· Applicants must provide vendor quotes with their application to document the expected cost of implementing the proposed technology.  Applicants can request funding up to 85% the new equipment cost; however, less may actually be awarded, depending on the results of the cost-effectiveness evaluation.

· Any associated tax obligation with the award is the responsibility of the grantee.

· The 2008 Carl Moyer Program guidelines approved by CARB’s Board on March 27, 2008, will be used for project evaluations.  They are summarized in attached Appendix.
· The cost-effectiveness calculation methodology includes NOx, PM and ROG emission reductions. 
· All projects must be operational by January 1, 2010.

· The minimum project life is three (3) years.
· No third party contracts will be executed.

· Pre- and post-inspection of all equipment approved for funding is required.

· Destruction of any engine being replaced is required.

· The new engine/equipment must not have been purchased prior to the effective date of the contract.
Program Administration
The PA will be administered by the AQMD through the Science and Technology Advancement office in accordance with the Schedule of Events below.  As shown, project applications will be accepted beginning on November 7, 2008.  Funds will be awarded on a first-come, first-served ongoing basis for eligible projects that conform to AAP requirements during the application acceptance period ending May 29, 2009.  Applications may be submitted at any time during this period.

SECTION II:  CONTRACT REQUIREMENTS
All applicants that are selected for funding awards must sign a contract.  The contract includes a Work Statement and Schedule of Deliverables that describes the series of tasks and deliverables that demonstrate compliance with the requirements of the contract.  It is the project applicant’s responsibility to develop detailed project plans that address the program criteria.  

Reporting
The contract will require reporting to AQMD.  At a minimum, the contractor shall be required to submit to AQMD the following reports:

1.
Quarterly status reports until the repower has been completed.  These reports shall include a discussion of any problems encountered and how they were resolved, any changes in the schedule, and recommendations for completion of the project.  These progress reports are required before payment for the repower will be made.

2.
An annual report throughout the life of the contract, which provides the annual fuel consumption or electricity used, and operational and maintenance issues encountered and how they were resolved.  The report for electric motor projects is only required every two years.  AQMD reserves the right to verify the information provided.
Payment Terms

For all projects full payment will be made upon installation and commencement of operation of the funded equipment and compliance with contract terms.  

SECTION III:  APPLICATION FORMS AND SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS

Applicants must complete the application forms at the end of this section and the four forms in Attachment A.  It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that all information submitted is accurate and complete.  Use the checklist in Section IV to ensure all application elements are submitted.

Conflict of Interest
Applicant must address any potential conflicts of interest with other clients affected by actions performed by the firm on behalf of the AQMD.  Although the applicant will not be automatically disqualified by reason of work performed for such firms, the AQMD reserves the right to consider the nature and extent of such work in evaluating the proposal.  Conflicts of interest will be screened on a case-by-case basis by the AQMD District Counsel’s Office.  Conflict of interest provisions of the state law, including the Political Reform Act, may apply to work performed pursuant to this contract.  Please discuss potential conflicts of interest on the application form entitled “Contracting Statements”.  Also complete the form entitled “Campaign Contributions Disclosure” in Attachment A.

Project Cost
Applicants must provide cost information that specifies the amount of funding requested and the basis for that request by attaching vendor quotes to the application.  The AAP only funds up to 85% the cost of the new low-emission equipment.  Funding may not exceed the cost-effectiveness limit of $16,000/ton of emissions (NOx + ROG + 20*PM) reduced.  Installation costs may be included but no fueling infrastructure, administrative or operational costs will be funded.

All project costs must be clearly indicated in the application.  In addition, applicants should be sure to include any sources of co-funding, if any, and the amount of each co-funding source in the application.  
A longer project life will reduce the $/ton cost-effectiveness, but applicants will be required to track and report the activity of the project for entire project life.  Applicants are not required to calculate a project’s cost-effectiveness.
Application Forms
Program application forms are provided at the end of this section.  These must be completed and submitted with other required documentation.  The Certifications and Representations in Attachment A to this PA must also be completed and submitted with the application.  Attachment A consists of four forms: 1) Business Information Request, 2) IRS Form W-9, 3) EPA Certification, and 4) Campaign Contribution Disclosure.

Due Date - The applicant shall submit six (6) complete copies of the application in a sealed envelope, plainly marked in the upper left-hand corner with the name and address of the applicant and the words "Program Announcement PA2009-04.  All proposals/applications shall be submitted in an environmentally friendly format: stapled, not bound, black and white print; no three-ring, spiral, or plastic binders, and no card stock or colored paper.  

Applications will be accepted starting November 7, 2008 until May 29, 2009, no later than 5:00 p.m.  Postmarks are not accepted as proof of deadline compliance.  Faxed or e-mailed proposals will not be accepted.  Proposals must be directed to:

	DEFINITIONS


Parent, Subsidiary, or Otherwise Related Business Entity.

(1)
Parent subsidiary. A parent subsidiary relationship exists when one corporation directly or indirectly owns shares possessing more than 50 percent of the voting power of another corporation.

(2)
Otherwise related business entity. Business entities, including corporations, partnerships, joint ventures and any other organizations and enterprises operated for profit, which do not have a parent subsidiary relationship are otherwise related if any one of the following three tests is met:


(A)
One business entity has a controlling ownership interest in the other business entity.

(B)
There is shared management and control between the entities. In determining whether there is shared management and control, consideration should be given to the following factors:

(i) The same person or substantially the same person owns and manages the two entities;

(ii) There are common or commingled funds or assets;

(iii) The business entities share the use of the same offices or employees, or otherwise share activities, resources or personnel on a regular basis;

(iv) There is otherwise a regular and close working relationship between the entities; or

(C)
A controlling owner (50% or greater interest as a shareholder or as a general partner) in one entity also is a controlling owner in the other entity.
