Purpose of This Meeting


The South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD) has scheduled a public workshop and CEQA scoping meeting to solicit information and suggestions from the public regarding Proposed Regulation XXXV.





Rule Background


Idling locomotives and rail related operations at railyards represent significant criteria pollutant and toxic emissions.  Proposed Rules 3501, 3502, 3503, and 3504 are being developed to address those emissions from idling locomotives in the district and emissions and health risk associated with railyards.





Air Quality Objective of Proposed Rules


The objective of the proposed rules is to monitor and record locomotive idling events, prohibit long duration idling unless specific criteria are met, calculate railyard emissions, conduct risk assessment, and require risk reductions for railyards that are over a specific risk threshold.





California Environmental Quality Act


Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and AQMD Rule 110, the AQMD will prepare appropriate CEQA documentation to analyze any potential adverse environmental impacts associated with implementing Proposed Rules 3501, 3502, 3503, and 3504.
